This complete sheet of Blue Mercury is a real
rarity. The newspaper stamp issued in blue
colour is considered to be the world’s first
newspaper stamp. The Austrian Empire, of
which the Czech lands were a part, was the first
country in the world to introduce franking of
newspaper items using newspaper stamps. The
stamp was issued on 1 January 1851. To date,

only two complete sheets of 100 stamps have
been preserved, and one block of eighty stamps,
which can be found in the Postal Museum in
Prague. One of the complete sheets is also in

the territory of the Czech Republic in a private
depository. For many years it was stored in the
Vienna Postal Archive. The said complete sheet
and the block of eighty stamps come from

the period of the beginning of the printing of
newspaper stamps and contain the same Ib type.
In the blue print version, it was issued in a total
of three basic types. Definitive validity of the

first newspaper issue was terminated on 31 of
May 1864. All postally unused stamps in larger
blocks are very rare in terms of their occurrence.
This is due to the fact that this stamp was not
normally sold to the public at post counters.

It was intended only for the administration of
newspaper publishers and postal employees who
were in charge of franking newspaper items.

The stamp shows the head of the god Hermes,
who was called Mercury in ancient Rome. From
the submitted works of art, a design by a Brno
native working in Vienna - the engraver Josef
Axmann - was selected. This newspaper issue
was issued in a total of four colour versions
without the stated nominal value. In blue

colour, it was intended exclusively for franking
newspaper items in two currencies due to the
political organization of the Austrian Empire.
Austrian lands in 0.6 Kreuzer, Italian provinces
of Lombardy and Veneto in 3 Centesimi. The
newspaper stamp was the first in the world

to be used for individual titles of newspaper
publications as payment for postal transport
to addressees.

Postally unused lower part of the
counter sheet with 80 pieces of
individual stamps, a block of 80 stamps
(8 rows of 10 stamps, with the sheet
margin on the left, right and bottom).

The intention to issue newspaper stamps in the
Austrian Empire arose from the consideration of
issuing the first postage stamps. The competition,
judged by the Austrian Ministry of Commerce, was
won by design of the graphic artist and engraver
Josef Axmann. It was the head of the Roman god
Mercurius, protector of roads and boundaries,

a traditional symbol of the postal industry. The
stamps differed only in colour - blue for one copy
of the newspaper, yellow for ten copies of the
newspaper and pink Mercury for 50 copies of the
newspaper. Today, the original Axmann’s engraving
is stored in the State Archives in Vienna. Altogether
135 million stamps were issued.

The block of eighty stamps became part of the
collections of the Postal Museum in the spring
of 1950. After the end of the Second World
War, the property of traitors and collaborators
was confiscated on the basis of decrees of the
President of the Republic and a large number
of immovables and movables of cultural value
passed into the ownership of the state or, more
precisely, the National Reconstruction Fund
(Fond narodni obnovy - FNO). This property
was directly administered by National
Cultural Commissions (Narodni kulturni
komise - NKK) in Prague and Brno,

which were established in 1947. In June 1950,

a Deposit Reverse was signed between the
Ministry of Posts and NKK on the takeover of the
volume of confiscated items; the volume included
a total of 68 items, including the block of eighty.
Unfortunately, the details of the source of the
confiscated items have not been preserved, the
notes and mentions only indicate that it was
supposed to be the so-called Teplice collection, i.e.
a collection with a connection to the town of Teplice
in northern Bohemia. As early as in March of the
same year, these confiscated items were declared
state cultural property and as such were entered
in the museum’s collections. In this context, NKK
asked for a price estimate based on 1938 prices;
the appraisal was carried out by Ervin Hirsch, an
expert at the Postal Museum, who estimated the
price of the block of eighty at 150 000 crowns.

(To give some idea, it should be noted that in 1938,
the price of the Skoda Popular passenger car was
16 500 crowns. A little less than ten cars!)

The Postal Museum exhibited its family silver,

the block of eighty, in a permanent exhibition,
which was then located in HoleCkova Street in
Prague’s Smichov. It was opened on 22 December
1953 in the former Benedictine convent of the
Annunciation of Our Lady at St. Gabriel‘s Church
in Prague’s Smichov. Here, between two glasses
in a sliding frame, the rarity was exhibited until 17
March 1970, when it was stolen by two unknown
young men who forcibly attacked the museum
guide during a robbery. The Union of Czech
Philatelists (Svaz ¢eskych filatelist() immediately
announced a reward in the amount of 10 000

MB, ktery stal 50 tisic K¢s.) Karel Adler, tehdejsi vedouci Postovniho
muzea v Praze, ve svém posudku vytvoreném pro vysetrovatele Verejné
bezpecnosti bezprostredné po kradezi uvedl cenu 300 000 K¢s.

Czechoslovak crowns and the Ministry of Posts
and Telecommunications a reward in the amount
of 20 000 Czechoslovak crowns to anyone who
would in any way contribute to the recovery of

the stolen exhibit, the value of which was then
estimated by the magazine Filatelie at more

than 100 00O dollars. (At that time, the dollar
was worth 7 crowns; for 700 00O crowns, it was
possible to get 14 Skoda 1 000 MB passenger
cars which cost 50 000 Czechoslovak crowns
each.) Karel Adler, then the head of the Postal
Museum in Prague, stated the price of 300 000
Czechoslovak crowns (approximately six Skoda
cars) in his expert opinion prepared for the Public
Security (Verejna bezpecnost) investigators
immediately after the theft. Investigators worked
well and the stolen block of eighty returned to the
museum’s collections undamaged in a few months.

The Postal Museum commissioned a sworn
expert’s opinion on the block of eighty in 1998,

it was appraised at one million crowns (four Skoda
Favorit LX passenger cars). In 2004, the Postal
Museum sent its rarity exhibit to the MonacoPhil
2004 International Exhibition of Postage Stamps,
organized in Monaco by the Club de Monte-

Carlo de I'Elite de la Philatélie. For insurance
purposes, a sworn expert‘s estimate of the price
of the block of eighty was made, at 2.5 million
crowns (approximately seven Skoda Fabia Classic
passenger cars). At present, the block of eighty

is not permanently displayed in a permanent
exposition. It is lent exceptionally and always

only for short-term exhibitions, where there is

a guarantee of thorough security measures.

P oprvé se o vzniku korespondencniho listku mluvilo na paté
némecko-rakouské postovni konferenci konané 30. listopadu
1865 v némeckém mésté Karlsruhe. Ucastnikiim konference byl
rozdan novatorsky spis némeckého postovniho rady Heinricha von
Stephana s navrhem o zavedeni otevreného korespondencniho
listku v poStovnim styku. Tento navrh byl ucastniky konference
peclivé prozkouman, ziskal si kladnou odezvu a nasledné byl prijat.
K jeho realizaci vSak nakonec v Nemecku nedoslo. Nemecko

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THE FIRST POSTCARD IN
THE WORLD - I'TS FIRST
DAY IN USE

History of creation

he creation of a postcard was mentioned for the first time at the 5" Austro-

German postal conference held in Karlsruhe, Germany, on 30 November
1865. A visionary document put together by Heinrich von Stephan, a Prussian
postal official, was handed out to those in attendance, containing a proposition
of introducing an open post-sheet to postal communication. Although his
proposition was well received at first, postal officials eventually denied it because
they believed that nobody would give up their privacy and if so, that a cheaper
substitute for letters would reduce their revenue. Prussia eventually implemented
the postcard in 1870. Austria was represented at the Karlsruhe conference by
Wilhelm Kolbensteiner a department chief of the Ministry of Commerce, who
spoke of this revolutionary idea to his friend, Dr. Emanuel Herrman a professor
of national economy at the Theresian Military Academy in Wien Neustadt.
On January 26, the Viennese Neue Freie Presse newspaper published Dr.
Herrman’s article, called Uber eine neue Art der Korrespondenz mittels der Post,
where he argued for the implementation of the postcard.

Instant success

The article reached the Austro-Hungarian Postmaster’s General Vincenz
Baron Maly von Vevanovi¢, who understood the points, that Dr. Herrman
was making, and started supporting and realizing the idea. The only discord
between them was regarding postal costs, Maly proposed 3 Kr., whereas
Herrman proposed 2 Kr. An agreement was reached and the costs were set
at 2 Kr. The first postcard in the world was introduced on 1 October 1869
and it gained immediate success. 2 930 000 postcards were bought during
the first 3 months of use and 9 500 000 during the first year.

Issue

The first postcard in the world was issued on 1 October 1869 based on

the N0.21.18.916.1832 decree issued by the Ministry of Commerce from

22 September 1869. The postal administration will issue postcards in
accordance with the Hungarian Minister of Commerce from 1 October 1868
abiding by the following directives. These cards will be used for short written
communication in all of the Austro-Hungarian Empire, no matter the distance
and they will have a unified tariff of 2 Kreuzer per piece. The following
directives regulate the sales of these cards, the manner of writing on them
and how to handle them:

Postal Affairs

The postal operation on territory of the German-Bohemia Province was
similarly to the remaining regions of German-Austria managed by the State
authority for commerce, industry and trade in Vienna. The authority issued
on Nov. 10, 1918 a declaration on creating the new Postal Directorship in
Usti/Labem (Deutschésterreichische Postdirektion Aussig) competing with
the already existing Prague Postal Directorship about controlling the German-
Bohemia postal affaires. The Usti/Labem Postal Directorship likely existed
until Dec. 18, 1918, when it moved its key crew to German-Austria.
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BREAKING YEAR OF 1918

German-Bohemia

he German-Bohemia Province (Deutsch-Bohmen) was established on

29. 10. 1918 by a declaration of its representatives at the Austrian Parliament
(Reichsrat). The province immediately announced its accession to the German-
Austria State (Deutsch-Osterreich) and created own government (Landesregierung)
and Parliament (Landesversammlung). The leaders of the province were
the politicians Raphael Pacher (20. 10. 1918 - 4. 11. 1918) and Rudolph
Lodgmann von Auen (b. 11. 1918 - 16. 7. 1920). The provincial territory counted
2.3 mil. inhabitants and consisted of 15 000 km? territory. The province capital
was Liberec (Reichenberg). The City of Liberec was controlled by the Czechoslovak
soldiers since 16. 12. 1918, the German-Bohemian authorities left the capital city
on 14. 12. 1918 departing for Vienna, where they occupied a part of the former
Reichsrat building. The province was officially dissolved by the St. Germain Peace
Treaty coming into effect as at July 16, 1920.

Authorities

Letter sent from Liberec on Nov. 25,1918 by the German-Bohemia
Government to Postal Directorship in Usti/Labem, where it arrived

on 28. 11. 1918. The document proposed transportation of the mail posted at
Rokytnice/Jizerou (Rochlitz) post office to the Zelené udoli/Korenov (Grtintal)
railway station, from where it can be transported to Tanvald continuing the
journey by the regular train post offices no. 129/130 operated on route
Tanvald-Liberec (Tannwald-Reichenberg). The proposal was likely accepted by
the postal directorship and followed since Dec. 5,1918. The official file was
put into the record office on 7. 12. 1918.

The above letter was singed by Mr. Hans Hartl (1858-1939) acting

as member of the government. Mr. Hartl was a member of Austrian
Parliament (Reichsrat) since 1911 continuing the political career by
membership in the Temporary Parliament of German-Austria (Provisorische
Nationalversammlung) as well as in the German-Bohemia Government. He
was also member of the upper chamber of the Czechoslovak Parliament
(Senate) in period 1920-19209.

(You can find more
information about the subject in my article published in the Filatelie Magazine
#5-9,/2012.)

The Deutsch-Osterreich postage stamps were issued by the German-Austria in
December 1918 and they likely were allocated also to the German-Bohemia
post offices. The stamps were valid in Austria until Oct. 31, 1920. We know
very limited number of postal items mailed on the Czechoslovak territory
being franked with the stamps in December 1918.

Zavedeni posStovni znamky

V Cervenci 1849 bylo na konferenci postovni spravy, ministerstva obchodu a Cisarsko-
kralovské dvorni tiskarny a Statni tiskarny (Staatsdruckerei) ve Vidni, rozhodnuto o zavedeni
postovni znamky. V zari 1849 se ministr obchodu, Freiherr von Bruck, hlasil cisari FrantiSku
Josefu ., ktery dne 25. zari 1849 podepsal dekret o zavedeni poStovni znamky v Rakouském
cisarstvi. Datum vydani bylo stanoveno na 1. ¢ervnha 1850. Na zavedeni nového systému
hodnoceni, véetné vyvoje a vyroby novych znamek a tim celého distribu¢niho systému pro
celé rozsahlé Uzemi monarchie, tedy zbyvalo pouhych 8 mésicu.

V rijnu 1849 byl Dr. Herz povysen na vrchniho statniho Grednika, aby predlozil ministerstvu
obchodu konec¢né navrhy tykajici se vzhledu, stavu, pouziti, zruseni, prodeje a zpoplatnéni
znamek. Kolem roku 1849/50 zahajil Dr. Herz jednani s reditelem statni tiskarny - Auerem
Ritterem von Welsbachem, ohledné vyroby prvni emise znamek. Tiskarna si tak vydobyla
dobré jméno pro vyrobu statnich tiskovin a urednich cennych papirl, zejména za dob
svého reditele von Welsbacha. Auer byl konfrontovan s predstavami Dr. Herze, které byly

z jeho odborného usudku nedostatecné z hlavné z hlediska technologie vyroby a ze stranky
bezpecnostnich prvku.

Dr. Herz predstavil své napady jistému urednikovi Staatsdruckerei, jehoz jméno se
nedochovalo, ktery vyrobil nejprve dreveny stocek a po nékolika drobnych Gpravach i stocky
ocelové, o nichz mame nékolik dukazt v nominalnich hodnotach 6kr a 1 Zlaty.

The postage stamp introduction

In July 1849, at the Postal Authority, the Trade Ministry and k.k. Hof- und Staatsdruckerei
conference in Vienna it was decided to introduce the postage stamp. In September 1849, the
Minister of Trade, Freiherr von Bruck, reported to Emperor Franz Joseph |, who signed the decree
introducing the postage stamp in the Austrian Empire on September 25th, 1849. The date of issue
was set for June 1st, 1850. Therefore, there were only 8 months left to introduce a new rating
system including the development and production of new stamps and thus the whole distribution
system for the entire vast territory of the Monarchy.

In October 1849, Dr Herz had been promoted to Senior Civil Servant given the task of submitting
final proposals to the Ministry of Trade on the appearance, condition, use, cancellation, sale and
charging of stamps. Around 1849/50 Dr Herz started his negotiations with the director of the
Staatsdruckerei, Ritter Auer von Welsbach, regarding the production of the first stamp issue. The
Staatsdruckerei had acquired a good reputation for the production of state printed matter and
official value papers, especially under its director Auer von Welsbach. Auer was confronted with
Dr Herz's ideas, which, from his expert point of view, were insufficient in terms of production
technology and security features.

Dr Herz presented his ideas, to an official of the Staatsdruckerei, whose name has not been
preserved, who then produced a wooden cliche and, after some slight modifications, steel cliches,
of which we have a few proofs in the denominations of 6 Kreuzer and 1 Gulden.

inally in 1849, the administration of the largest central European state was
F ready to consider the introduction of stamps. In May 1849, the Austrian postal
administration sent the civil servant Dr Johann Jakob Herz on an inspection tour
abroad to study the stamp system. In July 1849 Dr Hertz placed in his report the
recommendation to introduce aufklebbare Briefmarken (stick-on stamps) in the
Habsburg Monarchy in order to simplify the charging and logistics of letter traffic.
He suggested to create three distance zones with additional local letters and printed
matters, this led to 5 denominations (1,2,3,6,9 Kreuzer), for the Monarchy. Dr Herz
also commented on how the stamps should like: he suggested the emperor‘s portrait
or the Austrian coat of arms as the stamp image.

PoStovni
sprava odmitla navrhy Josefa Axmanna jako priliS slozité a priliS drahé na vyrobu.
Sprava vSak Axmannovu myslenku Merkurovy hlavy na znamce kratce poté realizovala
v navrhu prvni novinové znamky na svété - modrého, zlutého, rizového a rumélkového
Merkura. Axmann tak dosahl svétového véhlasu ve filatelii.

The Axmann‘s Mercur

At the same time and with the order of the Trade Ministry, the director of the
Staatsdruckerei, Auer von Welsbach, had the famous engraver Josef Axmann produce
another design for the postmark issue. For this design, the far more complicated,
expensive, and much more forgery-proof method of copperplate printing was chosen. Josef
Axmann chose Mercury heads as the stamp image, as they corresponded to the taste

of the Biedermeier period and were understood in the politically turbulent time without
any political context in the multi-ethnic monarchy. Furthermore, it was common for the
Staatsdruckerei to use the Mercury heads for value papers. The 5 different designs were,
just like the ones used for banknotes, made in different sizes and either with bearded

or beardless faces - symbolising Kreuzer and Centesimi denominations. However, this
design had nothing in common with Dr Herz‘s proposal. The postal administration rejected
Josef Axmann‘s designs as too complicated and too expensive to produce. However,
Axmann‘s idea of the Mercury head on stamp was executed by him shortly afterwards in
the design of the world‘s first newspaper stamp, the blue, yellow rose and red Mercury,
and achieved world fame in philately.

First issue

The engraver Carl Hermann Tautenhayn created the final stamp design of the first Austrian
issue in steel based on Dr Herz's idea. On February 5th, 1850, the order for the Habsburg
Empire‘s first stamp issue was placed with the Staatsdruckerei in Vienna, where a total of about
20 million stamps were produced using the comparatively simple letterpress printing process in
five different denominations and two different currencies and distributed throughout the entire
Monarchy by May 1850.

The director of the Staatsdruckerei was expected to increase the security of the stamp that

had just been very successfully introduced. Therefore, there was constant development and
experimentation in the production of stamps. Over and over, submissions were made to the
Ministry of Trade and the postal administration, initially mainly concerning paper and gumming.
In March 1851, proofs of the 3 Kreuzer value were produced in blue and black to test the paper
and gumming.

Furthermore, in 1852 trials with perforating machines were initiated in order to increase the
usability with regards to the stamp separation. After a completely failed attempt with the 3 Kreuzer
stamp - of which no piece has survived - further trials were initiated in August 1852 with the

1 Kreuzer stamp as well as with white, gummed paper sheets, of which very few individual pieces
have survived. However, the perforation proved to be too fragile, and the stamps continued to be
produced imperforated in the series production, which then changed with the 2nd issue in 1858.

About 280 million stamps were produced in total from the 1st issue of Austria between 1850
and 1858.

They were printed in the Royal Gazette of British Guiana newspaper printing-house on coloured papers
of various types as an urgent contract from E.T.E. Dalton. Similarly to the origins of for example POST
OFFICE Mauritius stamps, they were created under local and very improvised circumstances. This led to
remarkable and completely original circular stamps printed using the edge of a rolled up brass tape, to
which common printing letters and numbers were soldered, creating the British Guiana + denomination
inscription. The stamps were hand-printed using 4 of these rolled up tapes at once (thus 1 printing
sheet had 4 stamp positions and we discern 4 print types) with common printing colour and the letters
were placed irregularly and in a different font than the one used for the denominations. Stamps were
separated from the sheets by being cut out, either in squares (very rare) or in circles. The rarity of these
stamps was recognized shortly after the birth of philately (appearing in catalogues for the first time in
1864) and soon became part of only the most significant collections.

The 2 pence POST PAID stamps were printed for about 10 years according

to the requirements of the Mauritian post office, using papers of various
colours and thickness, the colours ranging from indigo to light blue. Today we
distinguish five phases in printing, based on the wear of the printing plates.
The most valuable are the earliest impressions from the first printing period
in 1848 with the most saturated colours and finest images, resembling the
POST OFFICE issue the most. The number of remaining unused earliest is
even smaller than that of Blue Mauritius. Prestigious ornaments of every
collection are also specimens from the early and intermediate phases printed
before 1855, followed by prints from an already worn-out plate - worn and
latest impressions. All of them are nonetheless Blue Mauritius stamps,
attracting perhaps every collector and reaching higher and higher market
prices. POST PAID specimens of high quality were always a part of significant
collections and the most beautiful pieces were sought-after already from the
19th century. They were collected by all their typical distinctions: individual
stamp fields, printing phases, colours etc.
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RARER THAN POST OFFICE

he first colonial stamps in the world, 1 Penny orange and 2 Pence blue with the

portrait of Queen Victoria and a POST OFFICE inscription, were issued in 1847
on the island of Mauritius. They became valid on the 21st of September 1847 and
from the original print-load of 1000 pieces, only 15 orange and 12 blue stamps
remain today. Already in the beginnings of philately around 1865, the stamps
became legends for their unattainability and soon got their names, Red and Blue
Mauritius. They were printed using a small cooper plate the size of a business card
one piece at a time. The engraving was realized by an engraver and miniaturist J.O.
Barnard from Port Louis, Mauritius, who in all likeliness also printed the stamps. The
original POST OFFICE print-load was soon depleted and the blue 2 pence stamps
were reissued in June 1848, the 1 penny followed by the end of 1852. The stamps
were printed from small printing plates (originally clichés used for an advert for
Grandhotel d’Europe in Port Louis), again engraved by Barnard, this time using 12
stamp fields.

At first, the stamps with the POST OFFICE inscription were thought to be

a printing error of the POST PAID emission. The first philatelists (the term

stamps for nearly two decades, unlike the POST PAID emission issued in 1848.
Even in 1865, when the POST OFFICE stamps were first mentioned (G. Herpin
on the pages of Le Collectioneur de Timbres-Poste), J.B. Moens, a famous
stamp trader and publicist, did not believe in their existence and went on

to express his doubts in an open letter printed in the competing magazine

Le Timbre-Poste.

This was refuted by J.A. Legrand (1820-1912), an eminent collector and
researcher (and also the inventor of the perforation gauge), who in 1870 was
the first to distinguish and discern all 12 stamp positions and reconstruct the
POST PAID emission printing plate, thus proving, that stamps with the POST
OFFICE inscription were printed from a different printing plate and therefore
originate from a different emission altogether. By examining the available
specimens of the first POST OFFICE emission, Legrand realized, that all the
iImages on the red stamps - and on the blue stamps as well - are identical.

He came to the conclusion, that they were trial prints from one printing plate
that accidentally got into circulation. Other authors considered the stamps to
be regular issues, but thought them to be from 1858. The opinion, that they
were a regular issue of much older postal stamps, was very difficult to defend,
since evidence of that being so was submitted only gradually. The turning point
came with the research of an avid philatelist, major E.B. Evans, who found
proof on the island itself, that they truly were regularly issued stamps - the
first stamps of Mauritius and on top of that the first stamps issued in colonies.
Proof was hiding in the archives of the island’s governor, where Evans
discovered a key document - a price estimate for the manufacturing of POST
OFFICE stamps from 1847, issued by their author, the engraver J.0. Barnard.

Postal warehouses also contained stamps with their validity ending before
the establishment of the Republic, for example 4 denominations from 1916
with an expiry date of 28.2.1918, or Airmail stamps ending 15.10.1918.
These and other stamps did not reach postal use, but some of them were
marked with revolutionary overprints, or POSTA CESKOSLOVENSKA 1919
(Czechoslovakian Post 1919) overprints.

A collector’s trend of recent years is adding these Austrian stamps
from the end of the Empire to Czechoslovakia collections to complete
overprint emissions or as a logical extension of provisional chapters.
Today‘s collections also contain all specialties of these stamps as is
traditional in Czech stamp collection, the same as with all emissions
of Czechoslovak origin.

Some of them are extremely rare and interesting and the mentioned trend
contributes to the rise of value and attractiveness of 1st Republic collections
and adds a new type of rarity with a Czechoslovakian context to the Czech
collector’s field.

Rise of value

An initially sceptical J.B. Moens bought the first documented specimen of both Mauritius
stamps already in the 1860’s from the collection of the aforementioned A. Coutures for
about 200 francs. To give you a sense of perspective, that amount in 20 francs golden
coins equalled to about 60 grams of pure gold. And to compare the prices at that time to
the present day, the Czech investor who bought a different pair of these famous stamps
4 years ago gave an equivalent of approximately 100 kilograms of pure gold for them.
This shows the potential price growth of these rarities.

Unavailable, prestigious - and more and more expensive

In the 1860’s, when the Mauritius POST OFFICE stamps entered the philatelic market,

a lot of avid philatelists had a specimen of almost every existing stamp in the world, which
meant about 1 000 mostly very cheap and easily obtainable copies. The Mauritius stamps
showed for the first time in philately the true meaning of the word “rare”. Their existence
was public knowledge among philatelists, but the number of existing copies was so low,
that apart from a lucky few, nobody had the opportunity to see them, let alone own them.
In the world of otherwise available philatelic items, this was unnerving and fascinating at
the same time. Gradually they became legends attracting the wealthiest buyers and the
attention of the elites of that time. Their prestige and value climbed higher and higher. In
this case, money lost its value, because the owners of these stamps almost never offered
them for purchase. The awareness of their existence surpassed the world of philately by far.
They stayed in the ownership of a few chosen people and attracted and still attract a larger
and larger demand and interest of the media and the public. They became a symbol

of wealth, prestige, mystery and the romantic atmosphere of “the old world”, a symbol
comprehensible to everyone. The story of Mauritius POST OFFICE hasn’t lost its strength
over the course of one and a half century and not only in philatelic history. Continuing this
story by the eventual ownership of a red or blue Mauritius stamp and the subsequent entry
in the elite club of owners, thus adding one’s own name to the list of the
most famous, will hold larger and larger value even in the future.

Jubilee issue and The HMS Glasgow error

The HMS Glasgow error is a 6d postage stamp error produced by the Falkland
Islands in 1964. It commemorates the 50th anniversary of the 1914 Battle of
the Falkland Islands.

The design error featured the incorrect ship, HMS Glasgow, instead of HMS
Kent which should have been used. It is believed that only the one sheet of
60 stamps was produced and only 17 stamps have been recorded. 3 of those
are in the collections of Czech collectors! No specimen is known to have
passed through post or on a letter.
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The Battle of the Falkland Islands

he Battle of the Falkland Islands was a First World War naval action between

the British Royal Navy and Imperial German Navy on 8 December 1914 in the
South Atlantic. The British, after their defeat at the Battle of Coronel on 1 November,
sent a large force to track down and destroy the German cruiser squadron. The
battle is commemorated every year on 8 December in the Falkland Islands as
a public holiday.

Vice-Admiral Graf Maximilian von Spee commanding the German squadron of

two armoured cruisers, SMS Scharnhorst and Gneisenau, the light cruisers SMS
Nudrnberg, Dresden and Leipzig, and the colliers SS Baden, SS Santa Isabel, and
SS Seydlitz attempted to raid the British supply base at Stanley in the Falkland
Islands. The British squadron consisting of the battlecruisers HMS Invincible and
Inflexible, the armoured cruisers HMS Carnarvon, Cornwall and Kent, the armed
merchant cruiser HMS Macedonia and the light cruisers HMS Bristol and Glasgow
had arrived in the port the day before.

The vanguard cruisers of the German squadron were detected early. By nine o‘clock
that morning, the British battlecruisers and cruisers were in hot pursuit of the
German vessels. All except Dresden and Seydlitz were hunted down and sunk. To
the British this battle was a succesful retaliation for their defeat at Coronel (1st of
November 1914, light cruiser HMS Glasgow also took part). This victory became one
of the most prominent victories of the British Royal Navy throughout World War 1.

Error Normal

In 1964 a handsome bi-coloured set of four stamps was issued to com-
memorate the 50th Anniversary of the Battle of the Falkland Islands.

Wrong centre
Each of the three low values depicted a ship of the Royal Navy involved in
the action. But four years later the philatelic press carried a story
that the 6d. value showing the “wrong’’ ship had been found by a
Canadian collector. The stamp had the vignette of H.M.S. Glasgow
instead of H.M.S. Kent.

Thieves overlook rarity
Another was discovered by Fred. B. Graham, Jr. of Aurora, lllinois
after reading of the ‘find’. He had purchased a set for $1.25 from a
New York dealer for his son.
When his home was burgled in 1968 the thieves took all of his col-
lections but apparently considered his son’s Ship collection not
worth stealing!

Ceny a zaznamy

Ceny této super-rarity byly vysoké od dob nalezeni a ocekava se, ze stale
porostou. Glasgow Error byla prodana ze sbirky Sira Gawaine Baillieho v roce
2004 za £24 000; dalsi kus byl prodan v kvétnu roku 2005 za 29 000 CHF.

DalSi prodana Glasgow Error znamka, ktera ma zachovany a nikdy nelepeny
okraj, byla prodana v prosinci roku 2006 za £30 555 spole¢nosti Grosvenor.
Pokud se znamka v dnesni dobé objevi v soukromych sbirkach, stoji rarita
priblizné 50 000 USD. Napriklad aukéni spoleénost Burda (CR) letos
dosahla cenového rekordu diky vydrazenému Cistému exemplari, a to ve vysi
28 000 liber.

Prices and records

Prices of this super-rarity have been high for a considerable amount of time
and prices are expected to rise. A single stamp from the Sir Gawaine Baillie
collection was sold in 2004 for £24,000, and another example was sold in May
2005 for CHF29,000. A marginal never hinged example was sold in December
2006 for £30,555 by Grosvenor. Today, when appearing in private offers,

this rarity costs approximately 50 000 USD. A price record for a mint-hinged
specimen of £28000 was reached this year at the Burda Auction

company from the Czech Republic.

17 hektaru a pobrezi 4 km.

Ve starovéku byla tato pevnina nazyvana Reky ,Achilltv ostrov*,
nebot na ostrove byl Achilliv chram a sam bajny Achilles zde mél
byt pohrben. Jiny recky nazev skalnatého ostrova byl AgUKOC,

tj. ,Bily ostrov“. Tento nazev prevzali Rimané, ktefi pro ostrov
pouzivali jméno Alba, tedy Bily. Novodoby nazev Hadi ostrov,
pouzivany v ukrajinsting, rustiné, rumunstiné, novorectiné
(Fidonisi) i turectiné pochazi od skutec¢nosti, ze na ostrove se
vyskytovalo velké mnozstvi ,vodnich hadu“ (uzovek), které sem
byly zaneseny vodnimi proudy z dunajské delty.

Nedaleko ostrova byla 14. Cervence 1788 svedena namorni
bitva, soucast rusko-tureckeé valky (1787-1792), kterou historie
nazyva podle reckého jména ostrova bitva u Fidonisi. Ruska
cernomorska flotila pod velenim kontradmirala Marka Vojnovice
presvédcive porazila pocetnéjsi osmanské lodstvo. Od Iéta

roku 1843 je na ostrové vybudovan majak vysoky 12 metru,
nachazejici se na nejvyssim misté na ostrove a 41 metru nad
vodni hladinou. Na ostroveé je vybudovano malé molo pro lodé

a heliport pro pristani vrtulniku.

Po porazce Ruska v krymské valce byl Hadi ostrov vracen
Osmanske riSi a po rusko-turecké valce v letech 1877-1878
se stal soucasti Rumunského knizectvi. Soucasti nasledného
Rumunského kralovstvi zustal az do roku 1947, kdy 0 né;

v dusledku Parizské mirové smlouvy po druhé svétoveé valce
Rumunsko prislo. V roce 1948 Hadi ostrov daroval rumunsky
komunisticky predak Gheorghe Gheorghiu-Dej Sovétskému
svazu. Ukrajina ostrov ziskala po rozpadu Sovetského svazu.
Od té doby lezi v jejich teritorialnich vodach. Rumunsko na
néj vznaselo narok u Mezinarodniho soudniho dvora v Haagu,
zatim bezuspésné. V roce 2009 Mezinarodni soudni dvur
rozhodl ve prospéech Ukrajiny.

Ruska agrese

Kriznik Moskva spolu s fregatou Viadimir Bykov hned v prvni den
invaze 24. inora 2022 vyzvala ukrajinské pohrani¢niky z Hadiho
ostrova, aby se vzdali.

Moskva (Mockea) byl raketovy kriznik ruského namornictva
a vedouct lod’ tridy projektu 1164 Atlant, Slava (Cnasa). Po
rozpadu Sovétského svazu presel do nastupnického ruského
namornictva a roku 1996 byl preymenovan na Moskva. Byl
viajkovou lodi Cernomorského lodstva a patftil k nejsilnéji
vyzbrojenym lodim ruskéeho namornictva.

Dne 13. dubna 2022 byl béhem ruské invaze na Ukrajinu
poskozen a den poté se potopil. Jde o nejvetsi valecnou ztratu
lodi ruského namornictva od utoku Luftwaffe na bitevni lod
Marat béhem druhé svétové valky a prvni ztratou vlajkové lodi

od potopeni bitevni lodi Knaz Suvorov v bitvé u Cusimy béhem
rusko-japonské valky. Posledni potopenou valecnou lodi podobné
