One of
the complete sheets is also in the territory of the Czech Republic in a private
depository. For many years it was stored in the Vienna Postal Archive. The
said complete sheet and the block of eighty stamps come from the period
of the beginning of the printing of newspaper stamps and contain the same
Ib type. In the blue print version, it was issued in a total of three basic types.
Definitive validity of the first newspaper issue was terminated on 31 of May
1864. All postally unused stamps in larger blocks are very rare in terms of
their occurrence. This is due to the fact that this stamp was not normally sold
to the public at post counters. It was intended only for the administration of
newspaper publishers and postal employees who were in charge of franking
newspaper items.

In blue colour, it was intended exclusively for franking
newspaper items in two currencies due to the political organization of the
Austrian Empire. Austrian lands in 0.6 Kreuzer, Italian provinces of Lombardy
and Veneto in 3 Centesimi. The newspaper stamp was the first
in the world to be used for individual titles of newspaper
publications as payment for postal transport to addressees.

n 1846, during its colonial expansion in Southeast Asia, Great Britain took control of
Ian island close to the shores of North Borneo called Labuan. This island, having little
over 90 km?, was uninhabited until the 16™" century, when it was took over by the Brunei
Sultanate, which held it for 300 years. Labuan was ceded to the British Queen Victoria in
perpetuity in December 1846 according to the Treaty of Labuan (between GB and Brunei).
Sultan Omar Ali reportedly signed the Treaty while being aimed at by cannons of the British
fleet. The other signatory was and James Brooke known as the White Rahaj of Sarawak,
who at the time successfully spread British influence in the Malay area. The British used
Labuan to protect West Malaysia and naval routes from the Philippines against indigenous
pirates and intended to create a mercantile centre similar to Singapur as well as mining
local rich supplies of coal. However, their entrepreneurial plans failed and in 1890 the
administration of the Crown Colony of Labuan, heavily burdened by debt, was took over by
the British North Borneo Company, which was created in 1881 to govern the British North
Borneo. Labuan becomes a part of the Straits Settlement group of colonies in 1906.

Famous printing error

Printing with two plates sometimes led to an accidental rotation of the sheet in the second
phase of printing. Therefore very attractive printing errors called inverted centre began to
appear in many countries including the british colonies. Due to the meticulous control of the
printing process by postal authorities, these stamps exist only in very limited amounts, which
makes them extremely rare and highly valued on the philatelic market. These erroneously
printed stamps are icons of colonial philately and always were only a part of the biggest
collections. A Labuan 1901 8 cent with an inverted centre belongs to this group of rarities.
Only a single sheet was found by chance in a pack of stamps in the British North Borneo Co.
postal depository (probably in 1906). After their validity ended, the stamps were withdrawn
from the Labuan Victoria post office and Borneo offices and being unused, they were marked
with a supplementary cancellation cancelled to order. They were then sold to merchants
under their nominal value. All of the Labuan Inverted Ship specimen (only a few dozen are
estimated to remain), carry a typical line mark used for the devaluation of all the withdrawn
emission from Borneo and Labuan.

Stamps of Labuan

The eventful history of the island is also reflected in its postal history and stamp emissions.
Labuan had a postal connection with Borneo as early as 1849. From 1860 the postal
administration started franking with British India and Hong Kong stamps, based on an
agreement with the British Post. Strait Settlements stamps were put in use 7 years later and in
1879, Labuan’s own stamps printed by the famous De La Rue Company in London are issued.

V ramci administrace British North Borneo Co. platily na Labuanu od r. 1892 znamky
Severniho Bornea s krasnymi lokalnimi motivy, zhotovené v jiné vyznamné tiskarné -
Waterlow, ze dvou tiskovych desek frame plate a vignette plate. Od r. 1894 byly vydavany
nové znamky s puvodnim bornejskym designem, v pozménénych barvach a s napisem
LABUAN, ktery byl pridan na vignette plate (nejedna se tedy o pretisk). Tyto pak v r. 1902
nahradilo dalsi definitivni vydani. Od r. 1894 se na 8centovych znamkach Bornea, a tedy
také Labuanu, opakuje krasny motiv lodi zjednodusené zvané Malay Dhow.

North Borneo‘s stamps for Labuan

In 1892, under the British North Borneo Co. administration, Labuan started using North Borneo
stamps with beautiful local motives printed by another famous company - Waterlow, with two
printing plates: frame plate and vignette plate. In 1894 a LABUAN inscription was added to

the vignette plate and the colours changed. They were replaced in 1902 with another issue.

A beautiful motive of a boat called the Malay Dhow begins to appear on Labuan and Borneo

Pirate ships and an inspiration for Labuan
and Borneo stamp emissions

The name Labuan is derived from the Malay word laboh-an meaning a harbour. The previously
uninhabited island, then in possession of the Sultan of Brunei, was used by Malay and Chinese
merchants as a safe haven to protect them from storms and pirate attacks. Naval raid of both the
pirate and Viking type belonged to the life style of many native groups in the area. The increasing
contact with European and Chinese merchants led to their modernisation by taking over Western
technologies - weapons, navigation techniques and boat designs. They became more organized,
militarily and socially. The result was a boom of pirate populations in a matter of decades at the
end of the 18" century, peaking in the 19" century. Pirates carried out massive raids on shores in
order to secure and enslave the local population. Their attacks and the displacement of inhabitants
had a significant impact on the demographic and economical evolution of individual Sultanates in
Southeast Asia, where they rounded up tens of thousands of slaves in the local tropical rainforests
and sorted exotic commodities for Chinese traders. The market growth between the most powerful
trading nations (the Dutch, Spain, Britain, China, United States of America) went hand in hand with
the development of piracy, especially in the second half of the 19" century. The raids should not be
seen as a display of savagery or the decline of local populations, but as a result and a prerequisite
of economical growth.

Local pirate population (such as the Iranun, an ethnic group inhabiting a part of Borneo) used
large boats (prahu meaning a boat) called lanong. It is a derivate of the word Lanun, which means
the people of Iranun. They ranged up to 30m in length and were equipped with outriggers and rows
of vessels manned by slaves. They carried up to 150 people and were intended for naval battles
and pirate expeditions, always accompanied by smaller ships. Their use in the Southeast Asia
regions dates from the 18™ to the half of the 19" century.

History of creation

he creation of a postcard was mentioned for the first time at the 5" Austro-

German postal conference held in Karlsruhe, Germany, on 30 November
1865. A visionary document put together by Heinrich von Stephan, a Prussian
postal official, was handed out to those in attendance, containing a proposition
of introducing an open post-sheet to postal communication. Although his
proposition was well received at first, postal officials eventually denied it because
they believed that nobody would give up their privacy and if so, that a cheaper
substitute for letters would reduce their revenue. Prussia eventually implemented
the postcard in 1870. Austria was represented at the Karlsruhe conference by
Wilhelm Kolbensteiner a department chief of the Ministry of Commerce, who
spoke of this revolutionary idea to his friend, Dr. Emanuel Herrman a professor
of national economy at the Theresian Military Academy in Wien Neustadt.
On January 26, the Viennese Neue Freie Presse newspaper published Dr.
Herrman’s article, called Uber eine neue Art der Korrespondenz mittels der Post,
where he argued for the implementation of the postcard.

The article reached the Austro-Hungarian Postmaster’s General Vincenz
Baron Maly von Vevanovi¢, who understood the points, that Dr. Herrman
was making, and started supporting and realizing the idea. The only discord
between them was regarding postal costs, Maly proposed 3 Kr., whereas
Herrman proposed 2 Kr. An agreement was reached and the costs were set
at 2 Kr.

The Usti/Labem Postal Directorship likely existed
until Dec. 18, 1918, when it moved its key crew to German-Austria.

German-Bohemia

he German-Bohemia Province (Deutsch-Bohmen) was established on

29. 10. 1918 by a declaration of its representatives at the Austrian Parliament
(Reichsrat). The province immediately announced its accession to the German-
Austria State (Deutsch-Osterreich) and created own government (Landesregierung)
and Parliament (Landesversammlung). The leaders of the province were
the politicians Raphael Pacher (20. 10. 1918 - 4. 11. 1918) and Rudolph
Lodgmann von Auen (b. 11. 1918 - 16. 7. 1920). The provincial territory counted
2.3 mil. inhabitants and consisted of 15 000 km? territory. The province capital
was Liberec (Reichenberg). The City of Liberec was controlled by the Czechoslovak
soldiers since 16. 12. 1918, the German-Bohemian authorities left the capital city
on 14. 12. 1918 departing for Vienna, where they occupied a part of the former
Reichsrat building. The province was officially dissolved by the St. Germain Peace
Treaty coming into effect as at July 16, 1920.

The official file was
put into the record office on 7. 12. 1918.

The above letter was singed by Mr. Hans Hartl (1858-1939) acting

as member of the government. Mr. Hartl was a member of Austrian
Parliament (Reichsrat) since 1911 continuing the political career by
membership in the Temporary Parliament of German-Austria (Provisorische
Nationalversammlung) as well as in the German-Bohemia Government. He
was also member of the upper chamber of the Czechoslovak Parliament
(Senate) in period 1920-19209.

#5-9,/2012.)

The Deutsch-Osterreich postage stamps were issued by the German-Austria in
December 1918 and they likely were allocated also to the German-Bohemia
post offices. The stamps were valid in Austria until Oct. 31, 1920. We know
very limited number of postal items mailed on the Czechoslovak territory
being franked with the stamps in December 1918.

Zavedeni posStovni znamky

V Cervenci 1849 bylo na konferenci postovni spravy, ministerstva obchodu a Cisarsko-
kralovské dvorni tiskarny a Statni tiskarny (Staatsdruckerei) ve Vidni, rozhodnuto o zavedeni
postovni znamky. V zari 1849 se ministr obchodu, Freiherr von Bruck, hlasil cisari FrantiSku
Josefu ., ktery dne 25. zari 1849 podepsal dekret o zavedeni poStovni znamky v Rakouském
cisarstvi. Datum vydani bylo stanoveno na 1. ¢ervnha 1850. Na zavedeni nového systému
hodnoceni, véetné vyvoje a vyroby novych znamek a tim celého distribu¢niho systému pro
celé rozsahlé Uzemi monarchie, tedy zbyvalo pouhych 8 mésicu.

V rijnu 1849 byl Dr. Herz povysen na vrchniho statniho Grednika, aby predlozil ministerstvu
obchodu konec¢né navrhy tykajici se vzhledu, stavu, pouziti, zruseni, prodeje a zpoplatnéni
znamek. Kolem roku 1849/50 zahajil Dr. Herz jednani s reditelem statni tiskarny - Auerem
Ritterem von Welsbachem, ohledné vyroby prvni emise znamek. Tiskarna si tak vydobyla
dobré jméno pro vyrobu statnich tiskovin a urednich cennych papirl, zejména za dob
svého reditele von Welsbacha. Auer byl konfrontovan s predstavami Dr. Herze, které byly

z jeho odborného usudku nedostatecné z hlavné z hlediska technologie vyroby a ze stranky
bezpecnostnich prvku.

Dr. Herz predstavil své napady jistému urednikovi Staatsdruckerei, jehoz jméno se
nedochovalo, ktery vyrobil nejprve drevény stocek a po nékolika drobnych Upravach
i Stocky ocelove, o nichz mame nékolik dukazd v nominalnich hodnotach 6kr a 1 Zlaty.

The postage stamp introduction

In July 1849, at the Postal Authority, the Trade Ministry and k.k. Hof- und Staatsdruckerei
conference in Vienna it was decided to introduce the postage stamp. In September 1849, the
Minister of Trade, Freiherr von Bruck, reported to Emperor Franz Joseph |, who signed the decree
introducing the postage stamp in the Austrian Empire on September 25%, 1849. The date of issue
was set for June 1%, 1850. Therefore, there were only 8 months left to introduce a new rating
system including the development and production of new stamps and thus the whole distribution
system for the entire vast territory of the Monarchy.

In October 1849, Dr Herz had been promoted to Senior Civil Servant given the task of submitting
final proposals to the Ministry of Trade on the appearance, condition, use, cancellation, sale and
charging of stamps. Around 1849/50 Dr Herz started his negotiations with the director of the
Staatsdruckerei, Ritter Auer von Welsbach, regarding the production of the first stamp issue. The
Staatsdruckerei had acquired a good reputation for the production of state printed matter and
official value papers, especially under its director Auer von Welsbach. Auer was confronted with
Dr Herz's ideas, which, from his expert point of view, were insufficient in terms of production
technology and security features.

Dr Herz presented his ideas, to an official of the Staatsdruckerei, whose name has not been
preserved, who then produced a wooden cliche and, after some slight modifications, steel cliches,
of which we have a few proofs in the denominations of 6 Kreuzer and 1 Gulden.

inally in 1849, the administration of the largest central European state was
F ready to consider the introduction of stamps. In May 1849, the Austrian postal
administration sent the civil servant Dr Johann Jakob Herz on an inspection tour
abroad to study the stamp system. In July 1849 Dr Hertz placed in his report the
recommendation to introduce aufklebbare Briefmarken (stick-on stamps) in the
Habsburg Monarchy in order to simplify the charging and logistics of letter traffic.
He suggested to create three distance zones with additional local letters and printed
matters, this led to 5 denominations (1,2,3,6,9 Kreuzer), for the Monarchy. Dr Herz
also commented on how the stamps should like: he suggested the emperor‘s portrait
or the Austrian coat of arms as the stamp image.

PoStovni
sprava odmitla navrhy Josefa Axmanna jako priliS slozité a priliS drahé na vyrobu.
Sprava vSak Axmannovu myslenku Merkurovy hlavy na znamce kratce poté realizovala
v navrhu prvni novinové znamky na svété - modrého, zlutého, rizového a rumélkového
Merkura. Axmann tak dosahl svétového véhlasu ve filatelii.

The Axmann‘s Mercur

At the same time and with the order of the Trade Ministry, the director of the
Staatsdruckerei, Auer von Welsbach, had the famous engraver Josef Axmann produce
another design for the postmark issue. For this design, the far more complicated,
expensive, and much more forgery-proof method of copperplate printing was chosen. Josef
Axmann chose Mercury heads as the stamp image, as they corresponded to the taste

of the Biedermeier period and were understood in the politically turbulent time without
any political context in the multi-ethnic monarchy. Furthermore, it was common for the
Staatsdruckerei to use the Mercury heads for value papers. The 5 different designs were,
just like the ones used for banknotes, made in different sizes and either with bearded

or beardless faces - symbolising Kreuzer and Centesimi denominations. However, this
design had nothing in common with Dr Herz‘s proposal. The postal administration rejected
Josef Axmann‘s designs as too complicated and too expensive to produce. However,
Axmann‘s idea of the Mercury head on stamp was executed by him shortly afterwards in
the design of the world‘s first newspaper stamp, the blue, yellow rose and red Mercury,
and achieved world fame in philately.

Prvni emise

Rytec Carl Hermann Tautenhayn vytvoril kone¢ny navrh znamky prvni rakouské emise

v oceli na zakladé napadu Dr. Herze. Dne 5. unora 1850 byla zadana objednavka na

prvni emisi znamek habsburskeé rise u Statni tiskarny ve Vidni, kde bylo vyrobeno celkem
asi 20 miliont znamek za pouziti pomérné jednoduchého knihtiskového procesu v péti
ruznych nominalnich hodnotach a dvou riznych ménach, znamky byly distribuovany po celé
monarchii do kvétna 1850.

Od reditele Tiskarny se ocekavalo zvysSeni bezpecnosti znamky diky velmi uspésSnému
zavedeni znamky. Proto dochazelo k neustalému vyvoji a experimentim se znamkami. Stale
znovu a znovu byly podavany navrhy na ministerstvo obchodu a postovni spravu - zpocatku
hlavné tykajici se papiru a lepidel. V breznu 1851 byly vyrobeny tisky v hodnoté 3 K v modré
a cerné barve, aby se otestoval papir a pogumovani.

Navic byly v roce 1852 zahajeny zkousky s perforovacimi stroji, aby se zvysila pouzitelnost

s ohledem na separaci znamek. Po zcela neuspésném pokusu se znamkou 3 K (nedochoval
se zadny kus) byly v srpnu 1852 zahajeny dalsi pokusy se znamkou 1 K a také s bilymi,
pogumovanymi listy papiru, z nichz se dochovalo velmi malo jednotlivych kusu. Perforace
se vSak ukazala jako prilis kiehka a znamky se v sériové vyrobé nadale vyrabély
nezoubkované, coz se pak s 2. vydanim v roce 1858 zménilo.

Z 1. emise Rakouska bylo v letech 1850 az 1858 vyrobeno celkem asi 280 miliont znamek.

First issue

The engraver Carl Hermann Tautenhayn created the final stamp design of the first Austrian
issue in steel based on Dr Herz's idea. On February 5", 1850, the order for the Habsburg
Empire‘s first stamp issue was placed with the Staatsdruckerei in Vienna, where a total of about
20 million stamps were produced using the comparatively simple letterpress printing process in
five different denominations and two different currencies and distributed throughout the entire
Monarchy by May 1850.

The director of the Staatsdruckerei was expected to increase the security of the stamp that

had just been very successfully introduced. Therefore, there was constant development and
experimentation in the production of stamps. Over and over, submissions were made to the
Ministry of Trade and the postal administration, initially mainly concerning paper and gumming.
In March 1851, proofs of the 3 Kreuzer value were produced in blue and black to test the paper
and gumming.

Furthermore, in 1852 trials with perforating machines were initiated in order to increase the
usability with regards to the stamp separation. After a completely failed attempt with the 3 Kreuzer
stamp - of which no piece has survived - further trials were initiated in August 1852 with the

1 Kreuzer stamp as well as with white, gummed paper sheets, of which very few individual pieces
have survived. However, the perforation proved to be too fragile, and the stamps continued to be
produced imperforated in the series production, which then changed with the 2" issue in 1858.

About 280 million stamps were produced in total from the 1st issue of Austria between 1850
and 1858.

POSTA CESKOSLOVENSKA
1919 OVERPRINTS

I n the first years of the republic’s existence, the eager collecting
public had little domestic philatelic material to satisfy their passion.
Thus, even at a time when the young state had had its own issue

of Mucha’s Hradc¢any at its disposal for several months and long
after the temporary validity of Austrian stamps in our territory

was terminated, the stamps of the old monarchy with POSTA
CESKOSLOVENSKA 1919 overprints were put on sale.

Philatelic catalogues were thus suddenly enriched by more than one
hundred new items, the acceptance of which by collectors, however,
was certainly not a matter of course. The series thus became the
subject of clashes between recognized authorities of Czechoslovak
interwar philately. The leading expert and publicist in the field, Ervin
Hirsch, was not the only person who uncompromisingly condemned
the entire issue as speculation. On the imaginary other side of the
dispute stood a high-ranking postal official and also a respected
philatelist Jaroslav LeSeticky, who was also the father of the idea of
providing Old Austrian stamps with this overprint.

The stamps were sold with a 50% surcharge to the nominal value.
In addition, ordinary collectors could obtain the stamps only at the
philatelic counter of the main post office in Prague in JindriSska
Street. Figures concerning the number of stamps issued were never
properly published. However, the shadow of doubt was cast on the
whole issue particularly by the way in which the various rarities

got into the hands of leading collectors. Over time, the criticism

of LeSeticky grew and his reputation was not helped by numerous
expert mistakes either. In the last years of his life, LeSeticky partially
withdrew from the associational life and his philatelic testing room
was closed. His critics thus emerged victorious from the disputes.

However, his irreconcilable rival Ervin Hirsch was also wrong with

his exclamation from 1928: “Foreign countries will never admit the
rightfulness of the POSTA CESKOSLOVENSKA 1919 issue”. Austrian
postage stamps on granite paper with this overprint are today, despite
all the controversies, among the most valuable Czechoslovak rarities
and are valued by foreign catalogues with remarkable amounts.

Stin
pochybnosti vSak na celou emisi vrhl predevsSim zpusob, jakym se nejruznéjsi
rarity dostavaly do rukou prednich sbératell.

Austrian 4-crown stamp on granite paper with the POSTA
CESKOSLOVENSKA 1919 overprint

Among the numerous POSTA CESKOSLOVENSKA 1919 overprints, those
nicknamed “granite” stand out significantly. Austrian postage stamps printed on
this type of paper were marked with overprint of the new state, but they could
hardly come from the original stocks of post offices in our territory. In Austria,
their printing did not begin until the spring of 1919, and the way in which granite
paper finally got into the Haase printing house in Prague is still the subject of

an endless debate among philatelists. Equally unclear is the role that Jaroslav
LeSeticky himself played in the journey of these rare pieces to the philatelic
market. What is certain is that 4-crown stamps on granite paper were eventually
protected from the fire of the boiler room of the main post office in Prague,
where they would probably be burned in accordance with the protocol under
normal circumstances. Over time, they appeared among the leading collectors
and gradually gained the position among the most expensive Czechoslovak
postage stamps.

During a partial revision of Domestic Stamps
collection, whole Premium Order J 2 stamp
printing sheets were discovered in the Slovak

Post Museum in 2017. The stamps come from

the delimitation of the property of the Post and
Telecommunication Administration after the

division of former Czechoslovakia. The Slovak Post
Documentary Centre took over the almost 5.6 million
pieces of postage stamps from Postal Museum
Prague on 29 June 1993 while there were deposed
unique J 2 operational service stamps among them.
Set of stamps consisted of 30 pieces out of each

of the three issues of stamps with nominal value

of 20 h, 50 h, 60 h, 100 h and 200 h in different
colours issued during the period from 1954 to 1955.
Until 2017, the J 2 stamps were known only from
preserved Defect Notices.

n the years 1910 to 1936, during the rule of King George V, Great Britain is

the world’s largest imperium and controls vast territories on all continents.
Among those colonies were today’s independent states such as Australia,
New Zealand, Kenya, Tanzania, Sudan, South Africa, Canada and India with
its bountiful resources and also settlements in today’s Malaysia. The British
administration based its rule on British law on all continents equally. The
colony of Malacca was an important part of an administrative unit called
Straits Settlements, which comprised of settlements near the Malacca Strait
on the Malay Peninsula. Before becoming a part of British colonies, Malacca
was under the colonial governance of Portugal and the Netherlands from the
16th century.

The Exhibit

Franked with postal stamps, tells us, that a certain Seow Ban Lee died on 11 August
1927 and that the widow Chua Choo Yan, swears an oath before the Supreme Court

of the Straits Settlements in Malacca in the presence of a court translator, who is also
signed on the document, and asks for the passing on of Mr Lee’s inheritance of 32 252
dollars and estimates the funeral costs to be 1 000 dollars. All the records and figures
from that day are written in black ink. The sum is substantial and so the widow has to
mark the request with fiscal stamps valid in that territory, their value corresponding to
2,5% of the total amount requested, in this case equalling to over 1 278 dollars. The
funeral costs ended up being 847 dollars, meaning that the widow would inherit more,
than was written with black ink and so she has to appear in front of the judge once more
on 8 October 1927, with the same translator present, and ask for an assessment of the
final and definitive amount. The judge’s records from this meeting are written in red ink;
only the translator’s signature is again black. Using red ink, the judge crosses out the
original numbers and replaces them with the definitive ones. Of course, the widow has
to level the costs for a higher inheritance and she does so using 50 and 25 Cent stamps
on the left margin of the document with the date 8/10/27.

Unity of the British law

Apart from its historical and collector’s value, the exhibit represents the excellence and
unity of early 20th century British law in all of Britain’s colonies. Today’s process of
inheritance in the UK is identical to the one used 100 years ago, in Malacca, a place

10 000 km from London, with the same terminology being used. The judicial process of
authorising a will is still called Probate, it follows the same rules and even the deadlines
remain the same: 4 weeks from the handover of the original documents.

The Triangular Stamps of Cape of Good Hope.
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he idea of introducing in the territory of the so-called Cape Colony uniform postal

tariffs and with them postage stamps similar to the British ones appeared as
early as in 1846. They were finally pushed through by the new Governor Sir George
Cathcart in 1852. The Postal Enquiry Board established by Sir George Cathcart
ordered the first 100 000 4-pence stamps for letters and 50 000 1-pence stamps
for newspapers from the London-based printing company Perkins, Bacon & Co.
From various designs for this issue, two presented by Charles D. Bell (a Cape Town
prospector and artist - a triangle with an allegory of Hope and a pentagonal stamp
with a portrait of Victoria were chosen. The colonial authorities were interested in
the greatest possible distinction and originality within the empire, and so the now
legendary triangle design was accepted. The production and transport of stamps
took almost one year. They were issued to post offices on 1 September 1853.
Deliveries continued on an ongoing basis. Other nominal values of 6 pence and
1 shilling were added in 1858.

In 1860, a shipment of new triangles arrived to the colony from London again,

but due to the loss of accompanying documents it ended up unnoticed in the
warehouses of Union Steamship Co. in Cape Town confused with other goods.

The stamps were then missing at post offices and were almost used up in January
1861. The government sent a letter to London inquiring about undelivered stamps
and had local provisional stamps promptly issued.

The production of provisional stamps was commissioned to the print company of
Saul Solomon, an important local politician, possessing a machine for the casting
of stereotypes since 1860, which enabled stamp printing. The steel die for the
production of the matrix was made by the local engraver Ch. J. Roberts. The drawing
of Hope and other features thus differed significantly from the original triangles

ex. Perkins, Bacon. Also, no watermarked stamp paper was available, so thin
non-homogeneous handmade paper from a local manufactory was used, which
was susceptible to creases and various damage. The cast metal printer’s blocks
were glued to a wooden plate for printing and the entire edition is therefore called
Woodblock’s and sometimes incorrectly regarded as woodcut. Approximately

125 000 1-pence and 113 000 4-pence pieces were issued from February to April
1861. At the beginning of March, both printing plates were reconstructed and one
1-pence printer’s block was accidentally confused with one 4-pence printer’s block
and vice versa. From 9 March until 14 March 1861, when the error was eliminated,
1 564 printing errors of 4-pence red and 1 194 printing errors of 1-pence blue were
made. In April, the last Woodblock’s were printed. The explanatory letter arrived
from London and the lost stamps were found. The triangles continued to be printed
in London. The production was taken over by De La Rue from Perkins, Bacon.

Errors of Colour, that is red 4-pence stamps and blue 1-pence stamps became
iconic rarities of the British colonies. According to available estimates, approximately
3% of their original numbers have been preserved. In addition, the vast majority are
more or less damaged due to the paper used. Since the beginning of philately, they
belong among the most famous stamps of world classics. They have always been at
the forefront of the largest collections - Ferrary, Tapling, Burrus, Stevenson, Royal
Collection, Hackmey and others. Today, the Stanley Gibbons catalogue values red
4-pence stamps at 95 000 British pounds.

The specimen exhibited here is highly above average in terms of quality, originally
from the famous Cape of Good Hope collection of the greatest connoisseur of
this topic, Alan D. Stevenson (Crawford medal), the author of the remarkable work
The Triangular Stamps of Cape of Good Hope.

Jubilee issue and The HMS Glasgow error

The HMS Glasgow error is a 6d postage stamp error produced by the Falkland
Islands in 1964. It commemorates the 50th anniversary of the 1914 Battle of
the Falkland Islands.

The design error featured the incorrect ship, HMS Glasgow, instead of HMS
Kent which should have been used. It is believed that only the one sheet of
60 stamps was produced and only 17 stamps have been recorded. 3 of those
are in the collections of Czech collectors! No specimen is known to have
passed through post or on a letter.

The Battle of the Falkland Islands

he Battle of the Falkland Islands was a First World War naval action between

the British Royal Navy and Imperial German Navy on 8 December 1914 in the
South Atlantic. The British, after their defeat at the Battle of Coronel on 1 November,
sent a large force to track down and destroy the German cruiser squadron. The
battle is commemorated every year on 8 December in the Falkland Islands as
a public holiday.

Vice-Admiral Graf Maximilian von Spee commanding the German squadron of

two armoured cruisers, SMS Scharnhorst and Gneisenau, the light cruisers SMS
Nudrnberg, Dresden and Leipzig, and the colliers SS Baden, SS Santa Isabel, and
SS Seydlitz attempted to raid the British supply base at Stanley in the Falkland
Islands. The British squadron consisting of the battlecruisers HMS Invincible and
Inflexible, the armoured cruisers HMS Carnarvon, Cornwall and Kent, the armed
merchant cruiser HMS Macedonia and the light cruisers HMS Bristol and Glasgow
had arrived in the port the day before.

The vanguard cruisers of the German squadron were detected early. By nine o‘clock
that morning, the British battlecruisers and cruisers were in hot pursuit of the
German vessels. All except Dresden and Seydlitz were hunted down and sunk. To
the British this battle was a succesful retaliation for their defeat at Coronel (1st of
November 1914, light cruiser HMS Glasgow also took part). This victory became one
of the most prominent victories of the British Royal Navy throughout World War 1.

Error Normal

In 1964 a handsome bi-coloured set of four stamps was issued to com-
memorate the 50th Anniversary of the Battle of the Falkland Islands.

Wrong centre
Each of the three low values depicted a ship of the Royal Navy involved in
the action. But four years later the philatelic press carried a story
that the 6d. value showing the ““wrong’’ ship had been found by a
Canadian collector. The stamp had the vignette of H.M.S. Glasgow
instead of H.M.S. Kent.

Thieves overlook rarity
Another was discovered by Fred. B. Graham, Jr. of Aurora, lllinois
after reading of the ‘find’. He had purchased a set for $1.25 from a
New York dealer for his son.
When his home was burgled in 1968 the thieves took all of his col-
lections but apparently considered his son’s Ship collection not
worth stealing!

Prices and records

Prices of this super-rarity have been high for a considerable amount of time
and prices are expected to rise. A single stamp from the Sir Gawaine Baillie
collection was sold in 2004 for £24,000, and another example was sold in May
2005 for CHF29,000. A marginal never hinged example was sold in December
2006 for £30,555 by Grosvenor. Today, when appearing in private offers,

this rarity costs approximately 50 000 USD. A price record for a mint-hinged
specimen of £28000 was reached this year at the Burda Auction

company from the Czech Republic.
