ocialni reformator SIR ROWLAND HILL (Kidderminster,

Worcestershire, Anglie 3. prosince 1795 - Hampstead,
London 27. srpna 1879), byl ucitelem a postovnim spravcem,
ktery se stal pozdéji generalnim postmistrem Velké Britanie.
Poprvé se zacCal vazné zajimat o postovni reformy v roce | . - .
1835 bezprostredné poté, kdy poslanec Westminsterského |
parlamentu a agitator reformy posStovnich sluzeb, pan Robert
Wallace, prohlasil pred vysetrovacikomisizrizenou prozvazeni
reformy postovnich sluzeb: , Je treba poskytnout verejnosti levné postovné bez ohledu
na vzdalenost v ramci Spojeného kralovstvi“. Po podrobném studiu dokumentace
tykajici se postovnictvi vydal Hill zacatkem roku 1837 brozuru nazvanou ,,POST OFFICE
REFORM*“ (,Reforma posty o jeji dulezitosti a proveditelnosti“). Svou praci predlozil dne
4. ledna 1837 kancléri statni pokladny panu Thomasi Spring Riceovi. Jeho prace byla
oznacena jako ,soukroma a duvérna“ a nebyla uvolnéna Siroké verejnosti. Kanclér
povolal Hilla na schuzku, na které Spring Rice navrhl zlepSeni, pozadal o prehodnoceni
a pozadal o doplnéni, které Hill radné odevzdal dne 28. ledna 1837. Ve stavajici dobé
byl postovni systém jiz neuspokojivy. V zasade byl Spatné spravovan, byl drahy a pomaly,
vedomé se plytvalo. Stal se nedostatecnym pro potreby expandujiciho obchodniho
a prumyslového statu.

Existuje znamy pribéh, pravdépodobné smysleny, o tom jak Hill ziskal zajem na
reformé postovniho systému. Zrejmé si vSiml mladé zeny priliS chudé na to, aby si
narokovala dopis, ktery ji poslal jeji snoubenec. Dopisy tehdy bézné platil adresat
a nikoli odesilatel. Prijemce mohl doruceni jednoduse odmitnout, tyto podvody
byly tehdy zcela bézné. Na obalce dopisu se mohly objevit jednoduse zakddované
informace, pripadné jen prosté odeslani zpravy uvédomilo adresata o urCitém
sdéleni. Prijemce prozkoumal nenapadné obal dopisu, posléze odmitl doruceni,
aby se vyhnul platbé postovného. PoStovni sazby byly navic slozité kalkulovany

v zavislosti na vzdalenosti a poctu listu obsazenych v dopise. Statistika vracenych
dopisU naznacovala vysoky pocet, nebot kazdy jednotlivy vypraveny dopis byl
evidovan. Politik Richard Cobden a ekonom John Ramsey McCulloch, oba zastanci
volného obchodu, napadli politiku privilegii a ochrany vcetné archaického postovniho
systému konzervativni vlady. McCulloch jiz v roce 1833 prosazoval nazor, ze ,Nic
neprispiva k usnadnéni obchodu vice nez bezpecny, rychly a levny prenos dopisu®.

Hillova brozura postovni reformy zacala byt soukromeé rozsifrovana v roce 1837.
Obsah pozadoval ,nizké a jednotné sazby“ podle hmotnosti zasilky a nikoli dle
dorucovaci vzdalenosti. Hillova prace zpopularizovala zjisténi Charlese Babbage
(matematika, strojniho inzenyra a otce prvniho mechanického pocitace), ze vétsSina
nakladu v postovnim systému nebyla vynakladana za dopravu, ale spiSe za pracné
manipulacni postupy v mistech odeslani a doruceni. Naklady by se mohly dramaticky
snizit, pokud by postovné platil odesilatel predem, pricemz platba predem by

se méla prokazat pouzitim predplacenych dopisnich archu (obalky jesté nebyly
bézné) nebo lepicich nalepek (drive jiz zavedené pouziti k oznaceni platby dani na
formulari). V této dobé se jesté dopisni listy skladaly do formatu psani a uzaviraly na
rubu voskovou peceti. Vysledny format slouzil pro adresu a domicil ve tvaru razitka
odeslané a prichozi posty.

Ve Snémovné lordu, postmistr lord Lichfield odsoudil Hillovy ,divoké a vizionarské
plany“. Sekretar posty William Leader Maberly odsoudil rovnéz Hillovu praci: ,,Tento
plan se zda byt absurdni, naprosto nepodlozeny fakty a spocivajici vyhradné

na predpokladech®. Ale obchodnici a bankéri povazovali stavajici systém za
zkorumpovany a omezujici obchod. Vytvorili proto ,Mercantile Committee for
Postage (Obchodni vybor pro postovné)“, ktery mél obhajovat Hilliv plan

a prosazovat jeho prijeti. V roce 1839 obdrzel Hill od nové nastupujiciho kanclére
statni pokladny, pana Francise T. Baringa, dvouletou smlouvu na provoz nového
systému. Jednotna postovni sazba se postupné snizila od 5. prosince 1839 do 10.
ledna 1840, tedy jesté predtim, nez byly vytistény definitivni poStovni znamky pro
uhradu postovného predem, se kterymi postovni reforma po své aktualizaci pocitala.
Objem placené interni korespondence dorucené mezi listopadem 1839

a unorem 1840 dramaticky vzrostl o 120 %. Tento pocatecni narust byl vedle
snizeni posStovnich sazeb i disledkem podvodné eliminace privilegii ,free franking”.

Pocatkem kvétna 1840 byly distribuovany prvni postovni znamky na svété. Elegantni
rytina mladé kralovny Viktorie (21. narozeniny se oslavovala primo v meésici vydani
znamek) meéla postovni znamka ,PENNY BLACK*“ okamzity uspéch.

Hill vzdy tvrdil, ze pokud bude postovni sluzba levnéjsi, lidé véetné chudsich vrstev
naposilaji dopisu vice, takze by zisky nakonec vzrostly. V roce 1840 se pocCet
dopisu odeslanych ve Spojeném kralovstvi znasobil. Do tfi let byly poStovni znamky
zavedeny ve Svycarsku a Brazilii, o néco pozdé&ji v USA a do roku 1860 se pouzivaly
v 90 zemich svéta. Rowland Hill byl v roce 1860 povysSen do Slechtického stavu.

Me2| navrhy vyrazné vynikala essay amerického
vynalezce a architekta JAMESE BOGARDUSE
(Catskill, New York 14. brezna 1800 New York City
13. dubna 1874), ktery se stal prukopnikem americké
litinové architektury, kterou si nechal patentovat 7. kvétna
1850. Litinova konstrukce se vyuziva pro stavbu vyskovych
budov. James Bogardus byl zenaty s Margaret MacClayovou

(1803-1878), dcerou reverenda Archibalda Maclaye, ktery

se ve 40. letech 19. stoleti zaslouzil v Kongresu Spojenych statl americkych
0 snizeni sazeb listovnich zasilek. Borgadusova manzelka pracovala jako vytvarnice
a jeji dochované portrétni miniatury jiného namétu jsou ulozeny v galerijni sbirce
Metropolitniho muzea umeéni v New Yorku.

Je velmi pravdépodobné, Ze s nerealizovanym grafickym navrhem na prvni znamku
svéta pomahala tato vytvarnice béhem manzelova sluzebniho pobytu ve Velké
Britanii. J. Bogardus stal mimochodem u zrodu technologického reseni stroju

na tisk postovnich znamek z rytiny. Zahy tyto tiskarské stroje zacala pravidelné
pouzivat britska vlada pro zhotovovani postovnich znamek a jinych cenin.

ames Bogardus predlozil na prelomu roku 1839/40 navrh ,1 PENNY ESSAY*,
ktery realizovany nebyl. Vytvarné dominantné pojata kresba velké jedniCky
v kruhu na bilém pozadi se Ctvercovym oramovanim v purpurové barve, kde ve
spodni ¢asti prouzku papiru je psany text perem: , %2 oz. Penny*“ (v plném prekladu
znamena ,,pul unce vahy za 1 Penny*“). Dochovalo se jen 13 kusU tohoto navrhu
a dva ctyrbloky. Vyobrazeny exemplar pochazi z britské kralovské sbirky, kterou
utvarel kral Jiri V. az do svého skonu roku 1936. Pri abdikaci Eduarda VIII. a
nastupu Jiriho VI. na triin v prosinci roku 1936 se vyuzilo tohoto prechodného
obdobi a kromé jinych vzacnych znamek se podarilo prodat z kralovské sbirky
nékolik kusu této velmi vzacné rarity v jinak absolutné nedostupném portfoliu.

TREASURY ESSAY COMPETITION

Srealizaci postovni reformy ve Velké Britanii byla dne 23. srpna 1839 vyhlasena
postovni spravou celostatni soutéz ,TREASURY ESSAY COMPETITION“ na
navrh inovativniho zpusobu oznaceni Uhrady poStovného odesilatelem. Idea
posStovni znamky tehdy jesté nebyla vymyslena. | kdyz bylo ve vyhlaseni soutéze
pouzito slovo razitko, mohlo to oznacovat jakykoli predmét papirového formatu
nebo obalky. Na tuto vyzvu odpovédélo pres 2600 zajemcu, u verejnosti tedy
vyvolala nebyvale velky zajem. Duvod je prosty. Vypsana odména urcena k
rozdéleni mezi uspésné ucastniky Cinila 400 liber. Ve velkém poctu byly navrhy
bizarni nebo nerealizovatelné, jiné vSak byly pomérné dumysiné. Z grafickych
navrhU nebyl vybran ani jediny. Navzdory jejich estetickym a vizionarskym kvalitam
se zadna grafika ani nepodobala ,Penny Black“ vydané oficialné nasledujici rok.
Doslé podnéty vSak Rowlandu Hillovi dopomohly k finalnimu reseni. Osobné se
ujal grafického navrhu s napadem zobrazit portrét mladé panovnice. Pouzil pfi tom
medaili VICTORIA REGINA vydanou v roce 1837, jejimz autorem byl William Wyon,
ktery od roku 1828 az do svého skonu roku 1851 zastaval pozici hlavniho rytce
Kralovské mincovny. Prestoze Hill nemél vytvarné nadani, prekreslil hlavu kralovny
s diadémem, k jejimuz portrétu pridal oznaceni ,POSTAGE“ s rameckem kolem
obvodu. Vysledkem byla predloha pro umélecky nacrt Henryho Corboulda, kterou
do podoby rytiny prevedli Charles Heath se svym synem Frederickem. Velmi zdarila
rytina byla Uredné odevzdana do tiskarny.

PERKINS, BACON & CO - BLACK PENNY

Tiskérna PERKINS, BACON & CO ziskala zakazku, a tim i prvenstvi, na tisk prvni
poStovni znamky svéta ,ONE PENNY BLACK*“ (tzv. ¢erna jednopennyovka).
Vyroba znamek pro britskou vladu byla zahajena v prvnich mésicich roku

1840. Obrazova strana ceniny byla vytiSténa na specialnim papiru s prasvitkou
,Kralovska koruna“ a zajiSténa proti padélani grafickymi prvky. Zamérné jemné
zpracovani rytiny zarucovalo jen komplikované padélani této ceniny. Tiskové

listy se skladaly z 240 znamkovych pozic ve 20 radach po 12 sloupcich. Velmi
dimysiné bylo umisténi litery znacici konkrétni znamkovou pozici v archu do
dolnich rohU znamky. Jak napovida samotny nazev, znamka byla vytiSténa ¢ernou
barvou s nominalni hodnotou jedné penny ,ONE PENNY“. Dne 25. dubna 1840
bylo oznameno vSem postmistrdm Spojeného kralovstvi, Zze bude dne 1. kvétna
1840 vydana a distribuovana na postovni urady posStovni znamka s oficialnim
zahajenim jeji platnosti od 6. kvétna. Tiskarna firmy Perkins, Bacon & Co se
zakazky ochotné ujala a bez prutaht v dohodnutém terminu pozadované mnozstvi
cenin dodala. V ¢asovém soubéhu prvnich postovnich znamek se jiz pripravovala
ve stejné grafické upravé nominalni hodnota ,TWO PENCE®, ktera byla vydana v
modré barvé o nékolik dnt pozdéji. Tiskarna predpokladala, Ze kromé tisku jinych
druht cenin, bude dostavat od zadavatele, tedy ministerstva financi, i pravidelné
zakazky na tisk postovnich znamek. Zacala nova éra pravidelného tisku cenin pro
postovni Ucely a jeji distribuce od firmy, ktera vytiskla prvni postovni znamky na
svété a zajistila si tim odbyt na dlouho let do budoucna, tedy do doby, kdy ji zacala
dohanét konkurencni tiskarna De La Rue rovnéz v Londyné. Tiskarna Perkins,
Bacon & Co ukoncila ¢innost v roce 1935, ¢imz se jesSté vice otevrel prostor pro
tiskarnu De La Rue.

Spoleénost Waterlow and Sons of London se pokusila vytvorit
motiv znamky s uréitym ochrannym prvkem, ktery by zaroven
vystihoval i obchodni a prepravni vyznam této lokality a dulezitého
dopravniho uzlu. Zakladni design se sklada z tristéznové plachetnice
tzv. TALL SHIP /vysokostézné lodé/ s mottem kolonie ,DAMUS

Design

Design vznikl ohnutim médéného tiskarského pravidla do hrubého kruhu, do jehoz

vnitrni ¢asti byl viozen napis ,,BRITISH GUIANA“ a doprostred byla rovnou ¢arou umisténa
hodnota. Pro usnadnéni identifikace byla kazda hodnota vytiSténa na jiném barevném

papire a kvuli obavam, ze znamky budou relativné snadno kopirovatelné, musela byt kazda
parafovana postovnim urednikem. Znamky se pouzivaly od 1. ¢ervence 1850. Pri hledani
profesionalnéjsiho (a bezpecnejsiho) designu se spolecnost Waterlow and Sons of London
zabyvala navrhem a tiskem dvou hodnot, 1 cent a 4 centy. ACkoli Waterlow pozdéji patril

k prednim svétovym tiskarim znamek, sam nebyl v uméni vyroby znamek v té dobé zkuseny
a vytvoril pomérné zakladni design, skladajici se z tristéznové plachetnice s mottem kolonie
,DAMUS PATIMUS QUE VICISSIM*“, nazvem zemé a hodnotou. Pravdépodobnym dikazem
Waterlowsovy nezkusenosti je skutecnost, ze druhé slovo hesla bylo chybné napsano, a to
,PATIMUS*“. Plachetnice zUstala klicovym prvkem znamek Britské Guiany az do roku 1934,
kdy Waterlow vytiskl krasnou sadu obrazovych navrhu pro kolonii. Prvni znamky Waterlow byly
vydany 1. ledna 1852, a prestoze bylo upusténo od pozadavku podepsat kazdou znamku,
barevné papiry zUstaly zachovany; purpurova za 1 cent a tmavé modra za 4 centy. Nasledujici
rok Waterlow vytvoril ponékud sofistikovanéjsi design s plachetnici v ovalném ramecku
obsahujicim motto - tentokrat s pravopisem druhého slova opraveného na ,PETIMUS®.

Tento navrh byl nékolikrat vytistén, dokud nebyl v roce 1860 nahrazen velmi podobnym,
tentokrat zobrazujicim lod’ plujici smérem vpravo namisto vlevo.

The design

The ‘design’ was created by bending a length of copper printer’s rule into a rough circle, setting ‘BRITISH GUIANA’
around the inside and placing the value in a straight line across the centre. For ease of identification, each value was
printed on a different coloured paper, and due to concerns that the stamps would be relatively easy to copy, each

had to be initialled by a postal official. The stamps were in use from 1 July 1850. In search of a more professional

(and secure) design, Waterlow and Sons of London set about designing and printing two values, the 1 cent and the

4 cent. Although Waterlow later became one of the world’s leading stamp printers, he himself was inexperienced in the
art of stamp making at the time and created a fairly basic design, consisting of a three-masted sailing ship with the
colony’s motto “DAMUS PATIMUS QUE VICISSIM”, the name and by land value. A likely proof of Waterlows’ inexperience
is the fact that the second word of the password was misspelled as “PATIMUS”. The sailboat remained a key feature of
British Guiana stamps until 1934, when Waterlow printed a fine set of pictorial designs for the colony. The first Waterlow
stamps were issued on 1 January 1852, and although the requirement to sign each stamp was dropped, the coloured
papers were retained; magenta for 1 cent and dark blue for 4 cents. The following year Waterlow created a slightly more
sophisticated design with a sailing ship in an oval frame containing the motto - this time with the spelling of the second
word corrected to “PETIMUS”. This design went through several printings until it was replaced in 1860 by a very similar
one, this time showing a ship sailing to the right of the stamp instead of to the left.

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Waterlow and Sons of London attempted to create a stamp motif with a certain
protective element that would also reflect the commercial and transport
importance of this location and important transport hub. The basic design consists
of a three-masted sailing ship called TALL SHIP with the motto of the colony “DAMUS
PATIMUS QUE VICISSIM” (We give and seek in return), name of the country and
value. This motif inspired other stamps that followed this period after 1852. The
three-masted sailing ship motif also appears on trading coins-tokens, see sample
below. Trade coins and tokens were very popular at the time, as they replaced paper
currency in the area, which was very often destroyed in the humid maritime climate,
hence their quality was unstable.

Nova vnitrozemska postovni sluzba Britské Guiany byla prijata s nadSenim, ale nakonec se
ukazala jako nepopularni kvuli systému poplatkd podle vzdalenosti. Dne 27. prosince 1851
oznamil postmistr Dalton, ze v novém roce prechazi postovni urad kolonie na strukturu
poplatkl zaloZenou na hmotnosti. Bez ohledu na vzdalenost jejich mista uréeni, by dopisy
vazici méné nez pul unce vyzadovaly poStovné ve vySi étyr centl; méné nez unce osm centd,
pricemz kazda dalSi unce vyzaduje dalsi ¢tyri centy postovného. V roce 1852 byly také vydany
nové znamky - prvni, které byly kolonii dodany z anglické pevniny. Byly vyrobeny spolecnosti
Waterlow and Sons Limited.

Velké svislé obdélnikové znamky mély dvé hodnoty a byly vytiStény litograficky: pro kazdou
hodnotu byly vyryty dvé médéné raznice a jejich otisky byly vytiStény na papire a poté
preneseny na litograficky kamen. Jeden cent byl vytiStén ¢erné na purpurovém papire,
Ctyri centy ¢erné na tmaveé modrém papire. Chyba Patimus vs. Petimus v mottu kolonie
byla chybou rytce v Anglii. Znamky, i kdyz ponékud hrubé vytisténé, byly mnohem lepsi nez
predchazejici emise. Zustaly v obéhu méné nez dva roky, poté byly nahrazeny jemné rytym
Waterlowovym barevnym vydanim z roku 1853.

Bylo Zivotné dulezité, aby kolonialni poStmistri, kteri obstaravali znamky z Velké Britanie,
zajistili v misté distribuce dostatecné zasoby, aby vSe bylo objednano i v dostatecném
predstihu, tak, aby bylo mozné realizovat rychle a kvalitné vyrobu a tisk znamek s naslednou
distribuci. Soudé podle toho, kolikrat se posta v Britské Guiané musela uchylit k mistné
produkovanym provizornim produkcim, v tom nebyli priliS dobri. Poprvé dosly zasoby v roce
1856, kdy byly Gfady nuceny vratit se do Ufedniho véstniku, aby otiskly prozatimni vydani
(byvaly Royal Gazette mezitim zménil svlj nazev). Prvky designu byly spiSe podobné vyrobé
Waterlow z roku 1852, s plachetnici a mottem v obdélnikovém ramu a nazvem zemeé

a hodnotou kolem vnégjsi strany. Stejné jako jejich predchidci Waterlow, byly znamky vytistény
na barevném papire, i kdyz kupodivu byl 4 cent zpocatku vytiStén na cerveném (purpurovém
nebo rizovém) papire a teprve pozdéji (od srpna) na modrém. Kvuli obavam z padélani

byli poStovni Urednici instruovani, aby uvedli vSechny priklady. Hodnota 4 centy byla znama
od doby vydani, ale nyni slavna, ¢erna na purpurové barvé ONE CENT byla rozpoznana

az o nekolik let pozdéji a jeji pribéh se nakonec stal jednim z nejznaméjsich ve filatelii.

Engraver’s error

British Guiana’s new inland postal service was enthusiastically received, but ultimately proved unpopular due to the
system of distance charges. On 27 December 1851, Postmaster Dalton announced that the colony’s post office was
switching to a fee structure based on weight in the new year. Regardless of the distance of their delivery, letters weighing
less than half an ounce would require postage of four cents; less than eight cents an ounce, each additional ounce
requiring an additional four cents postage. New stamps were also issued in 1852 - the first to be supplied to the colony
from the English mainland. They were produced by Waterlow and Sons Limited.

The large vertical rectangular stamps had two values and were printed by lithography: two copper punches were
engraved for each value and their impressions were taken on paper and then transferred to a lithographic stone.
One cent was printed in black on magenta paper, four cents in black on dark blue. Error Patimus vs. Petimus in the
colony’s motto was an engraver’s error in England. The stamps, although somewhat crudely printed, were far better
than the issues they replaced. They remained in circulation for less than two years when they were replaced by
Waterlow’s finely engraved colour edition of 1853.

It was vital that the colonial postmasters who procured the stamps from Great Britain ensure, that there was sufficient
stock at the point of distribution, so that everything was ordered well in advance, so that fast and high quality production
and printing followed by distribution could be carried out. Judging by the number of times the post office in British

Guiana had to resort to locally produced makeshifts, they weren’t very good at it. Supplies first ran out in 1856, when the

authorities were forced to return to the Official Gazette to print a provisional edition (the former Royal Gazette had since
changed its name). The design elements were rather similar to the Waterlow production of 1852, with a sailing ship and
motto in a rectangular frame and the country’s name and value around the outside. Like their Waterlow predecessors,
the stamps were printed on coloured paper, although curiously the 4 cent was initially printed on red (magenta or pink)
paper and only later (from August) on blue. Because of counterfeiting concerns, postal officials were instructed to list all
examples. The value of the 4 cent was known from the time of issue, but the now famous black on magenta ONE CENT
was not recognized until several years later, and its story eventually became one of the most famous in philately.

Soucasti nejslavnejsich sbirek

Hrabé Philip Ferrari de La Renotiere byl rakousky Slechtic Zijici ve Francii. Svuj zivot zasvétil
filatelii a shromazdil nejvétsi a nejobsahlejsi sbirku znamek, jaka kdy byla shromazdéna. Mél
zvlastni zalibu v legendarnich raritach a mezi své akvizice shromazdil sedm mauricijskych
znamek Post Office z roku 1847, nepouzitou havajskou misionarskou znamku z roku 1851
a Svédskou Treskilling Yellow Error z roku 1855. Ferrari také ve svych sbirkach vlastnil
mimochodem i vySe prezentovany exponat 4 blok 1852 One cent ¢erna na purpurové a také
slavnou One cent ¢erna na purpurové z roku 1856. Samotarsky Ferrari nikdy nevystavil tyto
znamky a dlouho se vérilo, ze znamky nikdy neopustily jeho pokoje v Hotel Matignon. Ferrari
zemrel v roce 1917, jeho umyslem bylo odkazat svou sbirku PoStovnimu muzeu v Berliné.
Byla vSak zkonfiskovana francouzskou vladou jako soucast némeckych valecnych reparaci

a prodana v sérii aukci mezi cervnem 1921 a listopadem 1925.

Alfred H. Caspary z New Yorku byl filatelista zodpovédny za sestaveni jedné z nejlepsich
sbirek posStovnich znamek Spojenych statl. Plsobil také na radé filatelistickych postech

ve Spojenych statech a v Anglii, byl to znalec o0 némz se rika, ze vlastnil nejcennéjsi sbhirku
klasickych znamek svéta, jaka kdy vznikla, a mél o nich bezkonkurencni znalosti. Caspary
byl zapsan na seznam vyznamnych filatelistl v roce 1953.

Maurice Jean Marie Burrus byl alsasky tabakovy magnat, politik a filatelista. Pochazel
z Alsaska, ale Zil ve Svycarsku. V roce 1930 byl poslancem francouzského parlamentu.
Jeho sbirka znamek byla povazovana za jednu z nejvétSich, jaka kdy byla sestavena.
Sbirka zahrnovala nékteré z nejvzacnéjSich znamek na svéte.

Part of the most famous collections

Count Philip Ferrari de La Renotiére (11 January 1850 - 20 May 1917) was an Austrian nobleman living in France.

He devoted his life to philately and amassed the largest and most comprehensive stamp collection ever assembled.

He had a particular fondness for legendary rarities and counted among his acquisitions seven Mauritius “Post Office”
stamps from 1847, an unused Hawaiian Missionary stamp from 1851 and a Swedish Treskilling Yellow Error from

1855. Incidentally, Ferrari also owned in his collections the Exhibit 4 Block 1852 One-Cent Black on Magenta, as well

as the famous One-Cent Black on Magenta from 1856. The reclusive Ferrari never issued these stamps, and it was long
believed that the stamps never left his rooms at the Hotel Matignon. Ferrari died in 1917, his intention being to bequeath
his collection to the Postal Museum in Berlin. However, it was confiscated by the French government as part of German
war reparations and sold in a series of auctions between June 1921 and November 1925.

Alfred H. Caspary (1877-1955) of New York was a philatelist responsible for amassing one of the finest collections
of United States postage stamps. He also held a number of philatelic posts in the United States and England,

a “connoisseur” said to have “possessed the world’s most valuable collection of classic stamps ever created and had
an unrivaled knowledge of them”. Caspary was included in the list of important philatelists in 1953.

Maurice Jean Marie Burrus (8 March 1882 - 5 December 1959) was an Alsatian tobacco magnate, politician and
philatelist. He was from Alsace but lived in Switzerland. In 1930 he was a member of the French Parliament. His
stamp collection was considered one of the largest ever assembled. The collection included some of the rarest

stamps in the world.

V roce 1871 vzniklo sjednocenim staronémeckych statl Némecké
cisarstvi. Prvnim cisarem se stal Vilém I. a prvnim fiSskym
kanclérem Otto von Bismarck, nékdejsi prvni ministr Pruska. Bismarck
nemél po vzniku cisarstvi prilis velké kolonialni ambice, protoze neveril
v hospodarsky prinos kolonii a zaroven se obaval moznych politickych
nesnazi a komplikaci.

Nasledné pak od roku 1900 byly vydavany vlastni znamky s vyobrazenim
cisarské jachty S.M.S. Hohenzollern. Dorucovani listovnich zasilek do Némecké jihozapadni
Afriky, do usti reky Swakop (pristav Swakopmund) trvalo 24 az 26 dni, do pristavu Luderitz
jesté o dva dny déle. Prilezitost k odeslani listovnich zasilek do Némecké jihozapadni Afriky
se nabizela priblizné 5krat mésicné.

Prvni pretiskova emise vysla v roce 1897 ve ¢tyrech nominalnich hodnotach - 3, 5, 10

a 20 fenikU. Pretisk se skladal ze tri slov Deutsch-Siidwest-Afrika. Zaroven byly pripraveny
jesté dvé nominalni hodnoty - 25 a 50 fenikd, ty se vSak do obéhu nedostaly a jsou
povazovany za oficialné nevydané€, protoze hned v nasledujicim roce 1898 vysla druha
pretiskova emise ve vSech Sesti nominalnich hodnotach stejnych némeckych znamek,
kde se vSak pretisk skladal pouze ze dvou slov Deutsch-Stidwestafrika.

Post Offices and Postage Stamps in German South-West Africa

The Reich post office was represented in German South-West Africa from 7 July 1888. In the beginning, the postage
stamps of the German Reich’s post with the image of the Reich’s eagle and the crown were used there and can be
recognized only through the corresponding stamps (Windhoek, Otjimbingue, and Swakopmund). In 1897 and 1898, the
use of stamps with the image of the Reich’s eagle and the crown with the overprint Deutsch Siidwest Afrika, placed
diagonally on each stamp, was introduced. Subsequently, German South-West Africa’s custom stamps were issued in
1900, with the image of the Imperial yacht S. M. S. Hohenzollern. It took the mail 24 to 26 days to reach the estuary of

the Swakop River (Port of Swakopmund) in German South-West Africa, and two days longer to reach the port of Luderitz.

The opportunity to send letters to German South-West Africa was offered approximately 5 times a month.

The first overprint issue was released in 1897 in four denominations - 3, 5, 10, and 20 pfennige. The overprint
consisted of three words Deutsch-Stidwest-Afrika. At the same time, two more denominations were prepared - 25 and
50 pfennige, but these did not enter circulation and are considered officially unissued, because in the following year,
1898, a second overprint issue was issued in all six denominations of the same German stamps, where, the overprint
consisted of only two words Deutsch-Stidwestafrika.
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The German Colonial Empire

he German Empire was formed by the union of the old German states in 1871.

Wilhelm |. became the first emperor and Otto von Bismarck, former First Minister
of Prussia became the first Reich Chancellor. Bismarck had no great colonial
ambitions after the formation of the Empire, because he did not believe in the
economic benefits of the colonies, and at the same time, he feared possible political
difficulties and complications. The year 1884 can be considered as the beginning of
the formation of the German Colonial Empire, when Bismarck agreed to accept the
possessions of German traders in Africa under the state protection of the German
Empire. With the rise to the power of the German Emperor William Il in 1890,
a policy favouring a national German identity and the associated German expansion
and considerable growth of the German Colonial Empire, particularly in the Pacific
region. Almost all of the German colonies were economically unprofitable. It wasn’t
until the early 19th century that the first revenues started to emerge, but these were
soon interrupted by the beginning of the First World War. Germany capitulated in
1918, and under the Treaty of Versailles lost all the colonies, which the victorious
powers had divided among themselves.

Neémecka jihozapadni Afrika (Deutsch-Sudwestatrika)

Némecky obchodnik Adolf Lideritz koupil Uzemi v oblasti Angra Pequena od domorodého
nacelnika. Po ném se také jmenuje mésto Lideritz, i nedaleké pobreZi. Uzemi bylo 24. dubna
1884 zaclenéno pod spravu Némeckého cisarstvi, aby se zabranilo moznému vlivu Velké
Britanie. Némecka vlajka byla v Jihozapadni Africe definitivné vztyCena 7. srpna 1884.

V dubnu 1885 byla zalozena Némecka kolonialni spolecénost pro jihozapadni Afriku (Deutsche
Kolonialgesellschaft fiir Stidwest-Afrika), ktera brzy koupila majetek Luderitzovy zkrachovalé
spolecnosti. Némecka jihozapadni Afrika byla jedinou némeckou kolonii, kde se ve velkém
poctu usidlovali némecti osadnici. Ti byli nalakani do kolonie ekonomickymi moznostmi tézby
diamantl a médi, a také prilezitosti zisku v oblasti zemédélstvi. V roce 1902 méla kolonie
200 000 obyvatel, z nichz pouze 2 595 byli Némci. Do roku 1914 se zde usadilo dalSich

9 000 némeckych osadniku. Po skonceni prvni svétové valky se Gzemi dostalo pod britskou
kontrolu a poté pod mandat jinoafrické Ligy narodu. Dne 21. brfezna 1990 se tato byvala
némecka kolonie stala nezavislou zemi jménem Namibie.

German South-West Africa (Deutsch-Sudwestafrika)

The German merchant Adolf Luderitz bought the territory in the Angra Pequena area from an indigenous chief. The
town of Luderitz and the nearby coast is named after him. The territory was incorporated under the administration

of the German Empire on 24 April 1884 to avoid the possible influence of Great Britain. The German flag was finally
raised in South-West Africa on 7 August 7 1884. The German colonial society for Southwest Africa (Deutsche
Kolonialgesellschaft fir Stidwest-Afrika) was founded in April 1885 and soon bought the assets of Luderitz’s bankrupt
company. German South-West Africa was the only German colony where German colonists settled in large numbers.
They were lured to the colony by an economic opportunity in mining diamonds and copper, as well as a vision of profit in
agriculture. The colony consisted of 200 000 inhabitants, of whom only 2 595 were Germans in 1902. By 1914, another
9 000 German colonists had settled there. After the end of the First World War, the territory came under British control,
and afterwards under the mandate of the South African League of Nations. This former German colony has become an
independent country called Namibia on 21 March 1990.

Philipp Kosack se narodil 7. fijna 1869 v Berliné jako syn zidovského vyrobce doutniku. V roce
1890 otevrel svUj vlastni obchod v Neuen Konigstrasse 38, kde nabizel vedle tabakovych
vyrobkU i poStovni znamky. Zanedlouho si uvédomil jejich prodejni potencial a nasledné se
zameéril vyhradné na obchod se znamkami a své pusobisté presunul do Burgstrasse 13. Jiz

v roce 1891 publikoval inzeraty a od roku 1900 poradal prvni velké aukce postovnich znamek
v Némecku. V roce 1872 zalozené RiSské postovni muzeum, prvni postovni muzeum na

svété a dnes Muzeum komunikaci v Berlingé, mélo velky zajem o ziskani dvou nejznameéjsich
postovnich znamek - slavnou One Penny Red a Two Pence Blue , Post Office“ z ostrova
Mauricius. Vzhledem k tomu, ze muzeum nedisponovalo dostatecnymi financ¢nimi prostredky
k nakupu téchto rarit, obratilo se pravé na Philippa Kosacka za pomoci. Ten muzeu vyménou
za zbytky némeckych kolonialnich znamek nabidl v roce 1901 One Penny Red a v roce 1904
za sménnou hodnotu v prepoctu 1400 liber Sterlinkl, resp. 28 500 zlatych marek Two Pence
Blue ,Post Office®“.

Mezi takto ziskanymi zbytky némeckych kolonialnich znamek byly i oficialné nevydané

2 nominalni hodnoty 25 a 50 feniku s pretiskem Deutsch-Stidwest-Afrika. Philipp Kosack

byl skvély obchodnik a uvédomoval si, ze pokud by se mu podarilo ziskat nékterou z téchto
znamek na dopise, ktery by prosel béznym postovnim provozem, mél by v rukach absolutni
raritu némecké kolonialni postovni historie. Nalepil tedy znamku s nominalni hodnotou

50 fenikd na obalku, kterou opatril svou vlastni adresou a vypravil svého obchodniho
priruciho do Némeckeé jihozapadni Afriky. Ten skutecné dorazil na misto ur€eni a dne 21. fijna
1901 na postovnim uradé ve mésté Okahanja dopis podal jako doporucenou zasilku. Dopis
dorazil do Berlina dne 16. prosince 1901, o cemz svédci razitko na rubové strané dopisu.

Timto zpusobem vznikla jedna z nejvzacnéjsich celistvosti némecké kolonialni rise. Neni
presné znamo, kolik obdobnych dopisu existuje, ale odborna filatelisticka literatura uvadi dva,
maximalné tri exemplare.

Philipp Kosack

Philipp Kosack was born on 7 October 1869 in Berlin as the son of a Jewish cigar manufacturer. In 1890 he opened
his own shop at Neuen Konigstrasse 38, where he offered postage stamps in addition to tobacco products. He soon
realized their sales potential, decided to focus exclusively on postage stamps, and moved his office to Burgstrasse 13.
In 1891 he already published ads, and since 1900 he started organizing the first large-scale postage stamps auctions
in Germany. Founded in 1872, the Reich Postal Museum, the world’s first Postal Museum - and nowadays the Museum
of Communications - in Berlin, was very interested in acquiring two of the most famous postage stamps - the famous
One Penny Red and Two Pence Blue “Post Office” from Mauritius Island. Since the museum did not have sufficient
funds to purchase these rarities, it turned to Philipp Kosack for help. He offered the museum One Penny Red in 1901
in exchange for the remains of German colonial stamps and Two Pence Blue “Post Office”, at the exchange rate of

1 400 Pounds, or 28 500 gold Marks.

Among the remnants of German colonial stamps, he obtained two officially unissued denominations of 25 and

50 pfennige with the overprint Deutsch-Siidwest-Afrika. Philipp Kosack was a great trader and he realized that if he
could get any of these stamps on a cover that would go through normal postal traffic, he would have an absolute rarity
of German colonial postal history in his hands. Hence he attached the stamp with a nominal value of 50 pfennige on
an envelope bearing his own address, and sent out his business assistant to German South-West Africa. He indeed
arrived at the destination and he submitted the cover as a registered mail at The Post Office in the city of Okahanja

on 21 October, 1901. The cover arrived in Berlin on 16 December 1901, as evidenced by the stamp on the reverse
side of the cover.

In this way, one of the rarest postal covers of the German colonial empire was created. It is not

Historie

Pohled na pocatek kazdé oblasti lidské Cinnosti je obvykle zajimavy, poucny

a inspirativni. Vznik postovni znamky neni vyjimkou. Tento exponat se vraci na uplny
zacatek vzniku postovni znamky, konkrétné popisuje prvni dvé znamky svéta, které vznikly
ve stejny den v téze zemi. Byla to pravé Velka Britanie, ktera jako prvni zemeé na svétée
vydala postovni znamky. Stalo se tak 6. kvétna 1840, kdy byly uvedeny do obéhu dvé
znamky s portrétem kralovny Viktorie (1819-1901), po kterych nasledovaly dalsi, vzdy

s portrétem kralovny. Byl to vyznamny krok v celosvetové posté. Tomuto historickému
pocinu predchazela postovni reforma, ktera se zacala ve Velké Britanii prosazovat

od roku 1837. V Cele této reformy stal Sir Rowland Hill (1795-1879).

The beginning of any field of human activity is usually
interesting, informative and inspiring. The creation of postage
stamps is no exception; in fact, it is particularly noteworthy.
This exhibit takes us back to the very beginning of the postage
stamp, specifically describing the first two stamps of the world,
which were created on the same day in the same country. It
was Great Britain that became the first country in the world to
issue postage stamps. This happened on 6 May 1840, when
two stamps featuring the portrait of Queen Victoria (1819-
1901) were introduced into circulation. These were followed by
others, each featuring the Queen’s portrait. It was a significant
step in worldwide mail service. This historic achievement was
preceded by postal reforms that had been advocated in Great
Britain since 1837. Sir Rowland Hill (17/95-1879) was at the
forefront of this reform.

Conclusion

The development of the first two stamps raised a number of practical questions that needed to be
addressed. Whether it was the choice of paper, which required a transition to lower weight (from
30 Ibs to 24 Ibs for 500 sheets of paper), or the choice of adhesives, security features, colour
fastness, and cancellations, among others. At that time, the question of dividing the stamps from
a sheet of 240 stamps was not addressed, which became a task for the following period. In any
case, these two first stamps of the world - the 1840 One Penny Black and the 1840 Two Pence
Blue are considered iconic and charismatic starting points of philately.

Since then, postage stamps have guaranteed a prepaid
postal service in a simple and unambiguous manner. This
principle was gradually adopted worldwide and is now
taken for granted. Reflecting on this, we can contemplate
the peaceful and relatively rapid consensus and realization
achieved by humanity on these principles. The postage
stamp enabled and expedited communication between
people around the world. Today, one could metaphorically
say that the postage stamp became the internet of the
mid-19"™ century.

Postal reform and the treasury competition

To implement the postal reform, the Treasury announced a competition in October

1839 for the first postage stamp or envelope, emphasizing both aesthetic and practical
aspects. Artists, individuals from scientific circles, and the general public were invited

to participate. Over 2 600 designs were submitted. This exhibit showcases several
significant and valuable designs presented by printer Charles Whiting. Figure 1 shows
the front side of a complete sheet, where Whiting employed his patented printing
techniques of embossing (creating relief and three-dimensional shapes) and the
Congreve method (simultaneous printing of two colours). Figure 2 displays another three
Whiting’s stamp designs using the Congreve method. For the first stamp of the world,
The One Penny Black, Whiting’s contribution included corner letters and numerals. It
was Charles Whiting’s idea to place his initials in the bottom corners as a demonstration.
Charles Whiting himself submitted over 100 designs for the first stamp of the world.

After a complex selection process, it was ultimately decided to use a portrait of Queen
Victoria (1819-1901). The basis for this portrait was a commemorative medal struck

in 1837 on the occasion of Queen Victoria’s first visit to Guildhall (a ceremonial and
administrative building dating back to 1440 in the centre of London) in November 1837.
The medal was created by the respected neoclassical artist William Wyon (1795-1851).
The stamp design was subsequently executed by Henry Corbould, and the engraving was
carried out by Charles Heath and his son Frederick. Two original Wyon medals, averse
and reverse, are displayed here in Figure 3.

Characteristics of the first two stamps of the world

These stamps are generally regarded as a benchmark for future designs of portrait
stamps. The background of the portrait features a delicate engraving with geometric
shapes. Interestingly, these are the first stamps to feature a portrait. This choice was
intentional as a security measure against counterfeiting, as it was widely agreed at the
time of their creation that facial differences are more easily detectable than mechanical
or ornamental shapes. The top corners of the stamp feature a star-shaped motif, while
the bottom corners contain letters indicating the position of the stamp on the sheet.

The sheet consists of 240 stamps in 20 rows and 12 columns, corresponding to the
lettering horizontally from A to L and vertically from A to T. Therefore, the sheet had

a value of one pound.

Process of developing

The process of developing the first and second stamps of the world from January 1840 to
March 1840 is shown in six phases in Figure 4.
Note: The letters for the Two Pence Blue were prepared on 7 April 1840.

These stamps are valued at one penny for letters weighing up to ¥2 ounce, known

as The 1840 One Penny Black. For letters weighing over %2 ounce up to 1 ounce,

a two-pence stamp was designated, known as The 1840 Two Pence Blue. Both of
these stamps were put into circulation on 6 May 1840, and they are the “FIRST TWO
STAMPS OF THE WORLD". A total of 286 700 sheets of the Penny Black were issued,
which amounts to over 68.8 million stamps. The originals of the 1840 One Penny Black
and the 1840 Two Pence Blue are displayed in Figure 5.

Note: In the future, printing plates for higher denominations consisted of a smaller number of stamps

(56 stamps for 2/-, 5/-, 10/-, 40 stamps for £1, 28 stamps for £5). Only the printing plate for the ¥ penny
value (known as the BANTAM stamp) consisted of 480 stamps.

ONE PENNY BLACK was printed from 11 printing plates (PLATES), with the 1% printing
plate having 2 versions (1a and 1b).

TWO PENCE BLUE was printed only from the 1%t and 2" plates (16 962 sheets and

10 600 sheets). A total of over 6.6 million Two Pence Blue stamps were issued, which
is approximately 10 times fewer than the One Penny Black stamps. Unused Two Pence
Blue stamps are very rare.

The stamps were printed by Perkins, Bacon & Co., a company experienced in printing
banknotes, which relocated from the USA to England in 1819. Individual sheets of stamp
paper were equipped with a watermark of the “Crown”. The sheets were not perforated,
and the individual stamps were either cut or trimmed from the sheet.

1840 One Penny Black - VR official

A rare PENNY BLACK VR Official (Victoria Regina) was produced from the modified

1%t plate. It is the world’s first official stamp exclusively used for franking correspondence
of high offices. Officially, Penny Black VR was never put into circulation, and the exact
reasons are still debated. Between 14 April 1840, and 3 June 1840, 3 471 sheets were
printed, most of which were destroyed based on the decision. Today, only a few dozen
copies of this stamp exist. The original Penny Black VR is shown in Figure 5. It is one of
the most famous unreleased stamps in the world, which could have been the third stamp
issued in order.

Note: It is generally stated that Penny Black VR was never put into circulation. However, in 1899, an envelope
with the Penny Black VR stamp (with the letters JF) sent from London to Tetbury Gloucestershire was
discovered, with the cancellation mark ‘JY-3 1840’

Block structures

It is not known to exist a complete unused sheet of PENNY BLACK in private ownership.
If it did exist, its estimated value would be over 10 million US dollars.

However, blocks of these first stamps, whether unused or used,

including their usage on letters, do exist. Selected rare items

are also part of this exhibit in Figures 6. 7. 8.

Separation by a gutter

The printing sheets always contained two counter sheets separated by a gutter. These

were cut in half directly in the printing house, so they did not get into regular distribution.
As late as in the mid-1930s, the authors of the monograph Ceskoslovenské znamky
(Czechoslovak stamps), E. Hirsch and J. Fran€k, stated: Since uncut double sheets have
not yet been made public, even exceptionally, there are no known gutters.

Gutters probably reached collectors as part of representative albums used as gifts by
the Ministry of Posts and Telegraphs to important personalities. These albums also

contained stamps in a design different from the form in regular distribution.
